JANUARY 24, 2011

The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

A request was received from Francis Baxter asking for assistance regarding his water bill.  Motion was made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to deny said request.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.   

Nancy Richards made presentations regarding the Brownfield project and Canal Street project.  Nancy has met with Renee VanShack of NYSDEC with respect to the Brownfield clean-up.  Would like to set up a Public Meeting sometime in March 2011 with Central Hudson and NYSDEC regarding the Brownfield project.  With respect to the Canal Street project, Mike Ferro is working with Warren Hart from the County with respect to facilitating the funding from Athens Generating Plant to be used on this project.

Nancy went on to say that there is going to be a meeting of the Farmer=s Market committee on February 9, 2011 at 6:30 in Village Hall.  The Farmer=s Market will remain at the current location on Main Street.  The West Main Street residents meeting is being held on Thursday, February 10, 2011 at the Catskill High School Library at 6:30.  And, the Wacky Raft Race monies raised will be earmarked for the Elliott Park Playground that the Fortnightly Club is trying to get completed.  The Fortnightly Club will be volunteering for the event also.

Brian Kehoe mentioned that the snow removal clean-up of the sidewalks has been very aggressive on the DPW=s part as well as the Code and Police Departments.

He also asked about plans for another business summit meeting.  President Seeley feels that other organizations should be initiating the meeting, possibly HOCA or Greene County Commerce.

President Seeley mentioned that developers were looking at Union Mills.  He was hoping that the LDC and IDA could possibly get involved in a joint venture with respect to the Union Mills property.  Asked for a letter to be sent to the LDC Board to set up a meeting a half hour prior to the next Village Board meeting.

Lew O=Connor mentioned that the RFPs for the Black Bridge have been received and are in the review stage and that the Black Bridge was currently being registered with the historic committee of Greene County.
