The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Sandy Smith presented the quarterly report from the Catskill Boxing Club.  She said there are 6 young people from the Dept. of Probation training and working out.  She said this program is very successful and more will be encouraged to participate.  She also said Rumble II will take place July 31 and proceeds will benefit Haiti relief.  Visitors from London will be participating.  They will be here working out with Kevin Rooney for a week.  Smith said that, while there will be no charge to locals,  people coming to train from out of town will be expected to pay.  Smith also said they are replacing some boxing equipment.  She urged representatives from the Village Board to attend Board of Directors meetings.

It was announced that the Annual Appropriation Meeting will be held at Catskill High School on May 24.

Motion by Chewens, second by Kozloski to approve the request from Greene County to modify the sidewalk at the southern end of the Courthouse to accommodate parking for two handicapped vehicles.  AYES:  All Trustees.

A letter was read from Catskill Central School Superintendent Kathleen Farrell thanking the Fire Department for their professional response indentifying an alarm system malfunction.

Motion by Chewens, second by Kozloski to deny a request from Amanda McGee for a refund of her parking permit.  AYES:  All Trustees.

The filling of the expiring term of Adrienne Hanusik will be acted on at the next meeting.

McCulloch announced the Hudson Inspection Parade for May 15.

Kehoe said he had a furnace problem at his home, and the response by the Fire and Police Departments was prompt and professional.

Dana Hanusik said the Youth Fishing Derby will be May 15.
