MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

APRIL 26, 2010

The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the 

Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve payment of audited 

bills. AYES: All Trustees present.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kehoe to approve submitted Department 

reports. AYES: All Trustees present.

Discussion about the water meter of Amy Saullo was tabled.

There was discussion about the 4th of July fireworks. Seeley said he is 

getting mixed messages about the location of fireworks. He said an 

Events Committee has been formed from the Business Summit. They are 

recommending the fireworks events take place in the business district of 

Main Street, with a band at Mountain Tees. Kozloski said that while it 

would be easier to have the fireworks at the Point, he would like to try 

Main Street. McCulloch agreed. Kehoe said he has not been to the 

fireworks here, Dutchmans Landing fits the picture of the traditional 

4th. He said the Police Chief weigh heavily, and he would like to see 

the merchants see this as an opportunity. Chief Darling said it is 

easier on Main Street, but he will support any decision. Kehoe suggested 

the County bus be used as a shuttle.

Concerns from the public included a traffic challenge. It was commented

that the perspective from the river is unparalleled. It was stated that

moving the fireworks is worth a try for businesses, as people need to be 

attracted to Main Street. A concern was encouraging businesses to remain 

open. It was remembered that fireworks used to be shot off from a dock 

and there was dancing in the streets.

Motion by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to move the fireworks to upper 

Main Street. AYES: All Trustees present.

Seeley said the Farmers Market will be moving from the Point to Main 

Street which will be closed from the parking lot to Thompson Street each 

Saturday from June through October. So far, there are 15 farmers but 

fewer artisans. Seeley said Kay Stamer from the Greene County Council on 

the Arts was not interested in participating as they would lack the 

resources and ownership. The plan is for an indoor venue for the 

artisans if it is raining.

A letter was read from the Autism Connection thanking the Village for 

assisting in their recent fundraising walk.

It was reported that the Small Cities grant application for an elevator 

has been submitted.

It was reported that the Village has closed with Rural Development on 

the police car grant.

Clean Sweep will be May 1 and volunteers should contact Nancy Richards.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve a banner across Main 

Street for Fortnightly Club's Wine and Cheese Festival. AYES: All 

Trustees present.

Motion by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to credit account 51104A for 

$1520 for a DOT reimbursement. Ayes: All Trustees present.

Kozloski reminded the public that the Village has both lease and pooper 

scooper and also maximum grass height laws.

Seeley said the Irving School condos will be sold in May.

Mark Cooper asked about the parking lines in front of his property on 

Main Street. O'Connor said when the street is repaved, the lines will be 

painted.

It was suggested that the Dutchmans Galley renters maintain the park in 

lieu of rent.

Upon motion the meeting adjourned.
