The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Trustees discussed the West of Main Senior Housing proposed project.  Catskill Mountain Housing is involved with the project as a part owner and manager according to Larry Krajeska.  Lew O’Connor said the developers have not met the requirements of the Planning Board, including storm water management.  Krajeska said they wanted to improve the runoff problems, and the Board would not consider supporting this project until this and all other requirements are met.  Seeley said this project has changed several times – size of the project, number of units, number of stories in the buildings, income limits.  Seeley said it now includes subsidized units, and he questions whether this is an appropriate use for this property.

Mike Lanuto spoke regarding the proposal to close bars at 2 a.m.  He strenuously objected and said this would seriously impact his business.  He also objected to the implication that a recent stabbing was connected to his bar.  He said it had nothing to do with Captain Kidd’s and he expected the Board to make this clear in the local newspaper.  Seeley said that this idea was proposed in Saratoga Springs, and he thought it was worth considering for Catskill.  The Village’s fiscal crisis makes it imperative to cut costs wherever possible, and overtime is always being reviewed in an effort to reduce it.  However, Seeley said at the present time this proposal is no longer under discussion, as the Village cannot override State law.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Chewens to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Chewens to approve Department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Discussion with Scenic Hudson was tabled until the next meeting.

Nancy Richards informed the Board that the Farmers Market will begin June 19 on Main Street from 9 until 1:30 Saturdays until October.

The Clerk was asked to obtain sample laws to regulate fireworks.

It was announced that there will be fireworks on July 3 sponsored by local businesses and civic  groups.  Craig Remely said there will be music and entertainment.    He also plans fireworks for August 7 and September 4.  He was told that the Village will have to be reimbursed for additional Police to cover the event.

Motion by Chewens, second by Kozloski to accept the resignation of Nicole Remley as Communications Specialist.  Ayes:  All Trustees present.

Motion carried.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to accept the bid for a truck for the Sewer Treatment Plant for $20,900 as bid on May 3.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Kozloski commended the organizers of the Community Yard Sale for a successful event.  He also thanked DPW for painting the lines on Main Street .

Chewens congratulated the Police Department for the arrests made in connection with the armed robbery and wished the Fire Department good luck at this weekend’s convention.

Kehoe said he visited Valley Pools and was impressed with the work done on this building.  He said that he was happy to see a once vacant building opening with a new business.

Dana Hanusik asked if all private parades and event planners would have to pay for additional police coverage and was told they would.

Dick Schloss objected to A frame signs and signs on poles.

There was discussion about signing the Main Street parking lot so that people would know it is free.
