The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Chewens to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES:  All Trustees.  Motion carried.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Chewens to approve the DPW and Police monthly reports.  AYES:  All Trustees.  Motion carried.

It was announced that the Parade of Lights will be held November 26 at 7 p.m.  The rain date was November 27.

A letter of support for the Black Bridge project was received and read from Catskill Central School.  Kozloski said the application for funding was submitted.

Nancy Richards gave the end of season for the successful Farmers Market.  The report is attached.  A letter was read to Richards thanking her for her work on the Market and the Community Garden.

The Clerk said no bids were received for surplus and it will be rebid for opening November 23.

Motion by Chewens, second by McCulloch to cancel the meetings for November 22 and December 27.  AYES:  All Trustees.  Motion carried.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to accept the resignation of Zeb Haggerty from the Planning Board with appreciation and regret.  AYES:  All Trustees.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kehoe, second by Kozloski to appoint Tom Gibson to the Planning Board to fill the unexpired term of Haggerty.  AYES:  All Trustees.  Motion carried.

Kehoe asked Richards the status of the Zoning Law revisions.  She said the Planning Board is nearly finished with their recommendations and they will then go to the Village Attorney for review.  Richards was asked to have the Planning Board include revisions to the Sign Law, limiting the time for election signs and temporary advertising signs.

Chewens announced that there will be a Holiday Community Celebration on December 4 from 12 noon – 5 p.m. with entertainment and refreshments on Main Street that is being coordinated by Eileen Dees.  Richards said the Garden Club will hold their Cookie sale the same day at the Beattie House from 10 a.m. – 2 p.m.

Zane Cheek  asked for assistance in extending natural gas lines to DuBois Lane.  Seeley offered to contact Central Hudson on his behalf.  Chewens said that if enough residents on a street sign up, they may extend the line.

McCulloch said the Village will be putting up the ice rink as soon as the weather allows.

Seeley said the Board will be looking for volunteer for a “Think Tank” to work on a 5 year plan for the Village.

Seeley said that this was the last meeting for outgoing Clerk, Carolyn Pardy.  He thanked her for her service to the Village and wished her well on her retirement.
