The meeting was called to order by President Seeley, and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING - Rezoning West Main Street from Forlini’s at 70 W. Main St. (tax map # 172.05-5-11) to Captain Kidd’s at 251 W. Main St. (tax map # 172.05-6-57) from ‘R-1 One Family Residence' Zone to ‘R-3 Commercial Residence' Zone.

Nancy Richards spoke for John Konsul and Ken Siegal, both of whom were in favor of the zone change.  Ms. Richards went on to state that the Planning Board and Zoning Board are in favor of the zone change.  Trustee Chewens asked Mr. Balsano and Ms. Johnson, both are property owners in said area, and they are all for the rezoning.  Trustee Kehoe asked for a written statement from the Planning Board with their compliance to the rezoning.  Kehoe questioned the zoning of the property off of W. Main Street that was intended to be Senior Housing.  Richards reiterated that the property goes back to its original zoning if the project does not move forward after a certain amount of time.  After discussion motion was made by Chewens, second by Kozloski, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee McCulloch made a motion to accept the “Rezoning West Main Street from Forlini’s at 70 W. Main St. (tax map # 172.05-5-11) to Captain Kidd’s at 251 W. Main St. (tax map # 172.05-6-57) from ‘R-1 One Family Residence' Zone to ‘R-3 Commercial Residence' Zone”, second by Kozloski.  AYES:  Seeley, Chewens, Kozloski and McCulloch.  OPPOSE:  Kehoe.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Chewens to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve Treasurers report and DPW report.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee Kozloski explained what Lash Construction Company would do with regard to the Black Bridge sewer pipe issue.  Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to hire Lash Construction Company for the installation of the pipe liner on the sewer line and to perform a pre/post cleaning of said line.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Harold Rivenburgh of the Catskill Fire Department made a presentation with respect to the Explorer Post.  They would like to form a group with the local Boy Scouts and the Fire Department to try and encourage volunteering and membership in local fire departments.  The age is 15 to 20 years old; and at 18 they can become active members in the fire department.  Trustees all agreed that this was a great program for the Fire Department for form.  The first meetings will be on April 9, 2011 from 9am – 2pm; and on April 10, 2011 from 11am – 4pm.  Motion made by Kozloski, second by Chewens for the formation of the Explorer Post.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kehoe, to place Nate Huber of Broome Street on the active list of the Catskill Fire Department.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards gave a rundown of events:  May 14, 2011 is the Greene County Cancer Walk; programs have been scheduled for the Community Gardens this year and also stated that they are pretty self-sufficient.  The Wacky Raft Race is coming along, Fortnightly Club members will be helping with this event and they are the recipient of monies raised to help with funding for Elliott Park Playground project.  Clean Sweep will be held April 30, 2011 starting at 8:30am.  On April 2, 2011 Big Brothers/Big Sisters are having a ‘bowl-a-thon’.  

Motion made by Trustee Chewens, second by Kozloski to allow the Community Center to hold their ‘Kids Expo’ in the municipal parking lot on June 4, 2011.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion passed.

Next Board meeting the Farmer’s Market will be discussed.  There was a proposal from the County to allow the Farmer’s Market in their county parking lot on Water Street.  Trustee Kehoe stated that he is against this proposal and wanted to know where the merchants were and that he would like to see more evidence on this issue.

Meeting was then opened to the public and Charles Bepler spoke with regard to the water issue on Landon  Avenue between his house and the Webber’s house.  Lew O’Connor spoke that a drain was needed to be installed to eliminate the water problem.  Work would be done in the next week or two.

Trustee Chewens thanked the Fire Department for their hard work in pumping out basements.

Motion made by Chewens to close the Board meeting and adjourn to Executive Session with respect to personnel issues.
