The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Tony Fierello of Penflex presented the annual report on the Length of Service Award Program for the Fire Department which the Village adopted on 2007.

Motion by Kehoe, second by Kozloski to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Approval of the DPW monthly report was tabled until it can be reviewed by Kehoe.

A letter was read from the Governor’s Traffic Safety Committee awarding a grant of $1750 for the Child Passenger Seat program.

An announcement was read listing upcoming environmental programs that will be offered at Beattie Powers Place.

It was announced that a meeting will be held on July 14 by the Greene County Legislature regarding the County budget.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to approve the American Legion Tag Day.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Gary Simons spoke about an ongoing problem with Village residents offering free items at the curb. He said items  sometimes remain on the curb for days or weeks.  While the problem may have diminished recently, following the Village wide Yard Sale, many unsold items were left as free.  He suggested that the sale be scheduled for the week before the Town Cleanup day, rather than after.  Seeley said it is not the  responsibility of residents to bring the addresses where there are debris problems to the attention of the Village, but the Code Enforcement Officer should be alert for this when driving around the Village.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to close West Main Street on September 19 for Parents, Partners, and Pancakes.

A letter was read from Greene County Council on the Arts thanking the Village for their support in past years for their Youth Arts programs.  They said they understand the Village’s budget constraints and hope the Trustees will reconsider in future years.

Motion by Kehoe, second by Kozloski to approve the attached list of water bill adjustments.  Ayes:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to deny the sewer bills adjustment for 8 Franklin Street as much of the water used was for watering their garden.  Ayes:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kehoe, second by Kozloski to deny a water bill adjustment for 49 North Street for water used in a leaking toilet.  Ayes:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kehoe, second by Kozloski the attached resolution in support of a grant application by Scenic Hudson for improvements to Ramshorn Livingston Sanctuary.  Ayes:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

It was announced that the Community Center will be closed for renovations and the programs temporarily relocated.

The Clerk read information from NYCOM re fireworks legislation.  Village control over fireworks is limited, but it was agreed that a permitting process would insure that insurance and notifications are in place.  This will be pursued.

The DAR will be asked to provide more information regarding the historical marker they want placed in front of 253 Main Street.

Seeley said he was contacted by a boat owner who is having problems mooring his boat in Catskill Creek.  It was suggested that the Coast Guard be contacted regarding  regulations.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to add Troy Lacy as a Junior  Firefighter.  Ayes:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to remove Jamaar Williams from the roster of the Fire Department.  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards reported on the Wacky Raft Race will take place on July 18.

It was reported that the Grand Opening for Big Brother Big Sisters ill be July 15 at 408 Main Street.

Carol Miller asked if the Farmers Market will be moved from Main Street.  Seeley said it will be looked at in October.  

Dana Hanusik asked when parking permit holders for the center of the lot will be moved to the outside spaces.  Chewens will be contacted.

Upon motion the meeting adjourned.
