The meeting was called to order by Vice President Chewens and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING – Election Law

A public hearing was called to order to present the following amendment to Local Law Number 1 of 1958 as follows:

Section 3.  An election of the officers of the corporation shall be held in accordance with New York State Election Law 15-104.

It was explained that this would change the date of the Village election from the last Tuesday in March to the third Tuesday in March.

The Clerk also explained that there would be several changes in the Village’s election in addition to the date.  With the turning over of the conduct of the election to the Greene County Board of Elections, the time of the election will be 11 a.m. – 9 p.m.  Voters will be using the new electronic machines.  Results will not be announced until the day following the election when the County Board of Elections will certify the results.  Therefore the newly elected officers will not be sworn in until the Wednesday following the election.  There will be more information as the election gets closer.

There were no comments from the public, and the hearing adjourned.

MEETING

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to adopt the local law as presented above.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

The public is reminded that the October 11 meeting is cancelled.

Kozloski said the Village has been contacted by a developer requesting water for property formerly known as Gypsy Point Hotel at the corner of Church/Leeds Athens Road and Gypsy Point Road.  Kozloski said he would be setting up a meeting with the developer, Lewis O’Connor, Mike McGrath, Colleen Mosley and himself, and will report at a future meeting.

A letter was read from the Greene County Council on the Arts requesting permission to serve alcohol at their fundraiser at Beattie Powers Place on October 9.  Motion by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve this request.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Kehoe reported on the NYCOM Conference he attended.  He said he found the session on finances and accounting helpful, but was especially interested in a session on Town taxation of Village residents, and he will be doing further research on this subject.

Motion by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to approve the requests from Lewis O’Connor and David Darling to sell back two weeks each of unused vacation time.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kehoe to approve the request from the Garden Club to close Factory Street on October 23 for their fundraiser and the request by Café 355 to sell food and wine at this event.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kehoe, second by McCulloch to appoint Jeffrey Coyne part time Communications Specialist.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards reported that there are 5 more weeks for the Farmers Market.  She also reported on the Cat Auction that exceeded the expectations of HOCA and raised over $60,000.  She said the auction was attended, and plans are already underway for next year’s event.

Lewis O’Connor reported that there will work beginning on the Uncle Sam Bridge.  It is for routine maintenance on the piers, and may result in traffic delays.  He also reported on the Black Bridge and said he will be soliciting RFP’s from engineers for a structural analysis.  David Darling suggested that the Village reach out to the School, Town, County, and civic organizations for help in making repairs to the bridge.  Kehoe suggested the engineers be asked to submit suggestions for a more aesthetically pleasing pedestrian bridge.   Dana Hanusik suggested a “Buy a Board” fundraiser for the bridge.

Nancy Richards reported on the Community Garden and said that it went very well this season, and there is enough money left to purchase a rain barrel, composter, and sign for next year.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kehoe to give the Fire Department permission to form a Truck Committee.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Chewens presented the Police Report for August

Upon motion, the Board adjourned to Executive Session for a personnel matter.
