PUBLIC HEARING: -  

The Village of Catskill Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing at 7:00 PM, Wednesday, April 8, 2015, at the Senior Center, Academy St. (off of Thompson St.) to hear public comment on the enactment of a Scaffold Law for the Village of Catskill.  A copy of said proposed Local Law No. 1-2015 is available for public inspection during normal business hours in the Village Clerk’s Office, 422 Main St., Catskill, NY.

President Seeley opened the Public Hearing to the public and stated that he had spoken with the Village Attorney and NYCOM, and both parties recommended a new Local Law for Scaffolding in the Village of Catskill.  Seeley read each ‘Section’ of the law and asked for comment pertaining to each Section.  Comments were heard from Shelly Pulver regarding how many times a scaffold permit can be renewed.  Code Officer Mike Ragaini said that is would all fall under the Building Permit.  Dawn Moyer said that the scaffolding should be down during the winter months.  Nina Skalanski asked how you determine that the work needing to be done requires scaffolding.  Again, Ragaini stated that this would all be addressed when the Building Permit is filed.  Lillian Johnson asked about the description of the work being done, again, part of the Building Permit process.  Johnson further asked if it can be required that a certain percentage of the work be done in a certain amount of time.  Seeley stated that the Code Officer will check that the specified work is being completed that scaffolding is being required for.  Robert Hoven asked what determines ‘scaffolding’ and that should be clarified.  Moyer further said that the work requiring scaffolding should be done and then the scaffolding comes down.  Seeley said that it goes back to the Building Permit process.  Hoven asked if pre-existing scaffolding will be ‘grandfathered’ in; and Paul Moyer asked if the Building Permit can have a specific section for scaffolding.  Johnson wanted the scaffolding issue to be clarified in the Building Permit as well.  Again, all informed that it will be.  

Seeley then asked the Board for comments in this regard; Paolino said that there should be a limit on the time for the scaffolding being up, maybe 3 months instead of the 6 months suggested.  Seeley said that there should be a 3 month check point from the Code Office.  Trustee Chewens felt all would be covered under the scope of the Building Permit.  Trustee Bagshaw disagreed with the 3 month limit Paolino suggested and stated that the new law should assist with the Building Permit requirements.  Trustee Dushane said not to limit it to 3 months and to let the Code Office and the Board approve any Building Permit extensions.  Seeley told Ragaini to do the scaffolding in 6 month increments.  The Board all agreed.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Dushane, seconded Paolino, to enact a Scaffolding Local Law.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  

PUBLIC HEARING –

The Village of Catskill Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing at 7:00 PM, Wednesday, April 8, 2015, at the Senior Center, Academy St. (off of Thompson St.) to hear public comment on Resolution 2-2015 Authorizing the ‘Construction of an Addition to the Village of Catskill Fire Department; Estimating the Aggregate Cost thereof to be $350,000.00; Appropriating said Amount therefor and Authorizing the Issuance of $350,000 Serial Bonds to the Village of Catskill to Finance said Cost’.

He will complete Stan Raven’s term and then be reappointed.  Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to have Patrick McCulloch replace Stan Raven on the Planning Board.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  

President Seeley spoke with regard to the upcoming Healthcare ‘Cadillac’ Tax, which is any healthcare cost over a certain threshold will be taxed by the employer/taxpayer or it goes back onto the employee.  Dushane asked if this is a co-pay; and was told that it is a tax.  Seeley said it is just information being passed on.
