PUBLIC:

Craig Remeley of Cone-E-Island informed the Board that on September 15th there will be a car show during the day; Lex Grey band from 7:00 -9:00 PM; and fireworks after the band is done.  Fireworks will be set-off from the County parking lot behind the County building.  Trying to make this an annual event.  Requesting the closing of W. Main Street from 10:00 AM to 10:00 PM and needs barriers for same.  Nancy Richards was asked to speak with Bo Berzal and Nancy further mentioned that she has all the paperwork for the fireworks and notifying the fire department.

Nancy Richards mentioned that the Mavis project is moving along.  September 19 the Zoning Board meets regarding the variances needed.  WalMart is working on redoing their interior and revamping their signs and making them smaller.
Trustee Kehoe made mention of the Cornell Cooperative Extension survey and that some funding may come in the future.  Regarding the Hudson River Greenway $10,000 grant funds, Trustee Kehoe is looking into being able to still use the funds.
Trustee McCulloch reminded all about the Fire District vote on August 28th from 12:00 – 9:00 PM.

Trustee Kozloski mentioned that the Planning Board will be meeting with Village Attorney Alex Betke regarding zoning issues.

President Seeley mentioned the re-zoning the area from RC Lacy’s to Tatianna’s Restaurant from R-3 to commercial.  Trustee Kehoe mentioned that NYS DOT should be involved at this point with regard to road/sidewalk cuts into Route 9W.
