The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Matter of banners hung on Main Street was discussed; input by Nancy Richards stating that this matter was brought up at a prior Village Board meeting and specifications were made as to the size that the banner would be allowed to be and that the organization requesting to have their banner displayed would need to approach the Village Board for permission to hang same.  This matter was tabled until the next meeting.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to put Mr. Kevin McGee and Mr. William Lasher on the active list for the Catskill Fire Department.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch, to establish 6 hours per day as the standard workday for Trustees and Justices for retirement purposes.  Total number of days reported for Justice LaRosa will be according to her hours submitted monthly.  Term of Office for Justice LaRosa is July 1, 2011 to March 31, 2012.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards thanked all for their support of the Wacky Raft Race ~ all went well and everyone had a good time.  Farmer’s Market is holding a “Kids’ Day” this coming Saturday, August 13th.  There will be bike races (sponsored by Brian Hunter of Catskill Cycle Center) and birdhouse painting along with clothesline art.  

Letter was read from Big Brothers Big Sisters stating that they will be leaving the Columbia-Greene County area due to a significant loss in funding.  Their Kingston office is still open and fully staffed.

August 4, 2011 fireworks sponsored by Sawyer Chevrolet, along with Music in the Park was a great success.
