AGENDA:

Motion made by Trustee Kozloski, seconded by Chewens, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Presentation by Lex Grey of the Fortnightly Club of Catskill regarding the installation of an adult fitness station near the Dutchman’s Landing ‘Joe Boy’ Playground.  The footprint of the station would be approximately 8 feet X 8 feet and would like it located next to the current playground.  The Board gave Fortnightly the go ahead with said project and asked to be kept up to date on this.  President Seeley also told Lex to get in touch with the Park Commission.  

Village residents Dawn and Paul Moyer appeared before the Board regarding a petition which has been signed by residents on Liberty Street pertaining to the house at 22 Liberty Street, owned by Stan Raven, which has had scaffolding attached to it for more than 7 years.  Pictures were passed around to show the scaffolding.  Said scaffolding was erected prior to the current building permit which was renewed until August 2014.  The Moyers asked the Board if they could adopt laws along the lines of the Town of Catskill’s code laws in regard to building and construction matters.  President Seeley stated that the building permit issued is in effect until August 2014 and asked Code Officer Ragaini to keep on top of this matter.  Nina Skalansky, who lives next door, asked if the scaffolding in front could be removed since it is just free standing and not serving any purpose.  President Seeley said that he would ask Stan Raven to remove said scaffolding and also stated that Stan Raven must make significant progress and the re-address this issue in August and prior to any reissuing of the building permit.    Code Officer Ragaini said that he will keep the Trustees updated and will see that the front scaffolding is removed. 

Nancy Richards gave the Board an update on Union Mills and said that work is being done on the Main Street building – new staircase to the 2nd and 3rd floors; new bathrooms and finishing the floors.  The construction is still with the original plan and the restaurant on the creek is still being planned.  President Seeley asked if there are any residents and was told that yes, Trevor and his wife, who is overseeing the project.  The project is building momentum and more artisans are getting on board.

Nancy stated that there is a new pet shop at the top of Main Street which is open from Thursday to Saturday; new bookstore opening at 392 Main Street to be called “Magpie Bookstore”.  The park has been booking events for the upcoming summer.  Trustee Chewens asked for a list of events that will need police and/or fire department use so we can budget same for the New Year.

On January 26th an artist’s reception was held for the Cat-N-Around Catskill event; the Wacky Raft Race is also planned for this summer.

Trustee Kozloski asked about a deli on W. Bridge Street?  Has there been a ribbon cutting?  Nancy said that she has stopped in to see the owner and that they did not want a ribbon cutting.  Nancy also said the El Caribe restaurant on W. Bridge Street has closed.  

The new theater on W. Bridge Street is working with the school to plan programs and both parties are also working on the entryway by the school and the theater building.

Nancy stated that the February 3rd Planning Board meeting has 4 to 5 issues that will be discussed.

Trustee Kozloski asked about Mike Ferro’s sign at the point.

President Seeley said that he has received a request from persons on Embought Road.  Said request is actually a petition for a waterline to service 10 – 15 homes out past the Catskill Elementary School.  Seeley further stated that the Town would pay for the costs of the installation of said waterline along with the engineering for same.  President Seeley was hoping to attend the Town Board meeting on Tuesday for further information.  Seeley asked the Board if anyone had any objection to moving forward with said matter, and the Board had no objection with moving forward.

President Seeley was approached by David King and Brad Rappleyea with the idea of a Catskill Village Landmarks Preservation Law as well as a committee.  President Seeley said that they may want to go before the Planning Board to see if they could possibly be part of an advisory board to them.  Matter is still in the works, and President Seeley said to update the Board when there is progress.  Trustee Chewens stated that he was in favor of said committee as long as the committee does not add any fiscal or time stress to homeowners making improvements and as long as the Planning and Zoning Boards are okay with this.  Trustee Kozloski agreed with Chewens and stated that he does not want another level of government that residents need to have approval from.  Trustees McCulloch and Dushane agreed on this also.

President Seeley announced that the Black Bridge was approved for a grant for improvements of $2,240,000.00.  Seeley stated that this changes everything in regard to the walking route being done in the Village.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to approve and ratify the Police Department contract.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee Chewens said the renovations at the police station are coming along well and should be complete within the next week or so.

Trustee Kozloski re-opened the motion regarding a Water Treatment Plant relief operator/truck driver.  Discussion was had as to whether the Union approved of this, and Lew O’Connor stated that the Union was good with this.  Motion (originally made on December 11, 2013) reopened by Kozloski, seconded by Chewens to post said relief operator’s position.  AYES:  Seeley, Chewens, Kozloski, McCulloch.  NAYS:  Dushane.  Motion carried.

Update from Trustee McCulloch regarding the Truck Committee and the Building Committee at the Fire Department.  Hoping to have RFPs out in August of this year; be able to select/spec out the truck next year, and have delivery of trucks by 2016.  Trustee McCulloch will keep the Board apprised of the progress.

Nina Skalansky asked the Board if they had heard/seen the new product Star Path; which glows in the dark and can be used possibly in place of street lighting.

Nancy Richards asked the Board who is on the Fire Committees.  Further asked if anyone from the public were on the committees, and McCulloch told her that, no, no one from the general public is on either committee and that persons are picked from older members and from newer members.
