The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA: 

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch, to approve Department reports, Treasurer=s reports and quarterly water and sewer adjustments.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee McCulloch read the tally of votes for the Fire Chief elections which were held and overseen by Trustees McCulloch and Kozloski.  The results were as follows:   Chief:  Jon Dees – 32 votes; 1st Assistant Chief:  John Darling III – 32 votes; 2nd Assistant Chief:  Harold Rivenburgh – 26 votes.  

Nancy Richards informed the Board that there are many scheduled events for Dutchman’s Landing park this year including some weddings, fishing tournaments, and a chili cook-off.  

Presentation was also made to Carroll Nezich, of the Catskill Fortnightly Club Playground Committee, by Nancy Richards of the Park Commission, of a check on the sum of $7,500.  Ms. Richards said that the monies were raised at the Wacky Raft Race this past summer and that the Park Commission had some funding to put into the Elliott Park Playground project as well.  Carroll Nezich went on to let the Board know that the Elliott Park Playground project will be breaking ground this year sometime in the early Spring.  Ms. Nezich further stated that the playground will be done in stages and is going to be geared for ages 1 to 13 so that there will be something for everyone.  The playground fund is now at $29,100.

James White of WCKL and WGXC in Hudson, wanted the public and the Board to know what was going on with said radio stations.  There are issues with the operator of the radio station and the collection of monies which were not being properly distributed to the parties intended.  Mr. White wanted to inform the Board and the general public of what was going on with the radio station and the person running said station.  The Board thanked Mr. White for being so forthcoming and informed him that they would make sure that the proper authorities were aware of this issue also.  President Seeley thanked Mr. White for his concern in this regard.

Resolution was read, as written, to hire an engineer on an emergency basis with regard to the Black Bridge which was severely damaged during Hurricane Irene disaster.  The Resolution allows for the hiring the engineering firm of Crawford & Associates to provide services for boring under Catskill Creek and the placement of water and sewer lines.  Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kehoe, to hire Crawford & Associates as engineers. AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee McCulloch stated that the Fire Department will be hosting an Emergency Vehicle Operations Course on February 7, 9, 14, 16, & 18, 2012 at the Firehouse.  Any firemen interested in being a driver MUST take this class.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to adjourn the meeting.
