The meeting was called to order by Vice-President Chewens and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Vice-President Chewens thanked Justice Charles Adsit for 15 years of dedicated service to the Village of Catskill in his capacity as Judge and wished the new judge, Maria LaRosa, well in her new position on the Village bench. 

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kosloski to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Kehoe, to approve the new main control panel project at the Water Filter Plant.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to reinstate Bradley Greene to the Catskill fire Department.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  

Motion made by Kozloski, but later tabled, with respect to making Officer Steve Espel a full-time police officer from part-time.  This will fill the vacancy created by Rick Deyo.  This matter was tabled by McCulloch and Kehoe.  Chief Darling hopes to stay within budget but there are events scheduled for the summer that were not planned for.  It was reiterated at this point that the Catskill Fire Police are always very helpful but there needs to be Village Board approval for these events. 

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch, to post the Heavy Duty Equipment Repair Worker position which will be vacated by Charles Balsano this month.   AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.   

Presentation made by Elizabeth D’Auria, Catskill Invasive Species Assistant, of the Catskill Center for Conservation and Development, with regard to the Ash Tree Street Inventory Report on the emerald ash borer beetle.  Her report and map showed the locations of ash trees in the Village of Catskill along with her report on options on controlling and irradicating the emerald ash borer beetle.  The report and map are located in the Village Clerk’s office for review.

Nancy Richards gave a run-down of up coming events in the Village.  August 4 ~ Fireworks and band at the Point; August 7th is the Wacky Raft Race; September 9th ~ fireworks and band at Cone-E-Island; September 17th is the 1,000 Hands Across the River sponsored by United Way; October 1st is the Walk of Darkness.  The Farmer’s Market is not doing too well.  Not enough farmers/produce, so there are more programs planned.
