The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA: 

Doug Calkins of Great Northern Catskills Chamber of Commerce (GNCCC) made a presentation with regard to his organization and what they do.  Mr. Calkins serves as the Community Liason for the Great Northern Catskill Chamber of Commerce and is the conduit between organizations and the chamber.  They provide research opportunities for small businesses such as networking and access to their website.  Heart of Catskill and GNCCC have joined forces supporting local business members.  Funding for GNCCC comes from membership dues, whereas, HOCA’s funding comes through fundraising efforts.  Mr. Caulkins states that the new alliance between HOCA and GNCCC will provide many advantages including greater networking opportunities, stronger interaction between local, state and federal agencies and a more unified agency to work with. Motion made by Chewens, second by Kozloski, to waive Village vendor permits for Catskill Fire Department’s carnival to be held on August 3rd and 4th.  Nancy Richards asked that the permits still be filled out with the Village office so that the vendors’ information is available in case the need arises.  The Board told Nancy that the Fire Department will handle receiving the vendors information. 

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Chewens, to place Mr. Gary Hansen of Laurel Lane, on Catskill Fire Department’s active list (done at last meeting); to place Mr. Frank Sutter on associate member list due to work requirements; and Mr. Joseph McCreary has left the Company and please remove Mr. Sutter and Mr. McCreary from the active list roster of the Catskill Fire Department.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
Trustee Kozloski mentioned that with regard to the Leeds sewer district, Patrick Nolan and Lew O’Connor met with Delaware Engineering recently to see what future work would be needed to be done regarding this project.

Also, regarding the Lagoon project at the water plant, the pipe, stone and drainage are installed, and the liner should be going in this week, once that is installed, then the project will be complete.

As previously mentioned, during the week of July 23rd Grandview Avenue will be paved and will only be open to local traffic.  Please find alternate routes during this time.
Work on the Black Bridge is almost complete.  Job is coming along nicely.

President Seeley mentioned that there is a real estate zoning change going on for the property near McDonald’s, the property will be re-zoned from R-3 to a commercial zone.

Nancy Richards mentioned that she needs volunteers for the Wacky Raft Race being held this Sunday at Dutchman’s Landing.
