Laura Krzeminski made a presentation to the Board with regard to forming a community based travel Little League.  This travel team would like use of the fields at Elliot Park and would also like to make improvements to the Little League field, i.e., new lights, bathrooms, field modifications.  The Board asked Ms. Krzeminski for written specs on the improvements planned.  This discussion brought on talk with regard to the lights at the Men’s Softball field.  The Board was asked if the Village could assist in new lights/poles.  The Board said that the Village would pay for 2 fully equipped light poles.  (cost of $1800 each)  The Board also stated that the Village would pay for the wood to replace the bleachers at the Men’s Softball field.  The replacement project would happen on August 8th.  

Barbara LaRocco made a presentation to the Board regarding “Greening on Main Street”.  Ms. LaRocco spoke about her company and what they plan on doing to their property at 386 Main Street.  They are looking to do green infrastructure which will create rain gardens and terracing the back yard slope to create edible gardens.  This will also help communities learn about green infrastructure.  Currently working on CFA Grants to getting funding.  The Board thanked Barbara LaRocco for her informative presentation.
