Said Claim for the Village of Catskill designates Betsy Cothren to serve as Officer.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Certificates of Appreciation were handed out to LOWE’S for their beautiful work done at Dutchman’s Landing gazebo.  The Board also thanked LOWE’S for their excellent work done.  

Trustee Dushane informed the Board that the Code Enforcement Office sent out 34 automobile violations and is working with the Police Department on said violations.

Letter from Catskill Fire Department requesting to host a Tag Day on Friday, July 5th starting at 3:00 PM at Central Avenue and at Rte. 23 near Tori G’s.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Kozloski to allow said Tag Day.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee Kozloski asked the public to stay away from Colewood Avenue due to the DPW working there putting a new water line in.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by McCulloch, to accept Mike Dedrick’s resignation as a part-time police officer starting June 30th.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

President Seeley updated the public regarding the oil tanks at the Point.  Will talk in the future regarding the status of same.
 
OPEN:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Board was addressed by Harry Matthews and others with regard to the Cat Museum located on W. Bridge Street.  Mr. Matthews wants to preserve the CAT and make same an iconic image place for art in Catskill, and that ‘art cultivates commerce’.  He would like to have an open dialogue with the Board and do whatever is necessary to make the CAT work.  They are in the process of getting groups involved with gardening and cleaning up the area.  July 4th is the date a group of people are to clean up and do some plantings.  

President Seeley stated that the CAT has been there approximately 3 years and should have been there for one.  Matt Bua and the Village Board have moved on in this matter, but the issue is that it is looking very messy and it now has to be cleaned-up.  Trustee Kozloski stated that when it was first installed it looked great; now people in the area are complaining about the unsightliness of it.  It needs to be made safe and kept neat; fires are a concern also.  Kozloski feels that a 4 month time limit is a good idea.  Trustee Chewens asked Police Chief Darling if there are any calls to this area; Chief replied that no, there are not.  Chewens asked what the options are; empty lot or willing to give the CAT another chance.  Possibly cut down the sumac down to unblock the CAT.  Trustee McCulloch said that he is for a time frame of 4 months and readdress this matter.  

Trustee Dushane said that we do not hear from anyone until the CAT is an issue.  Why does it have to get to this point?  Should have been maintained sooner instead of it getting to the condition that it is in.  Need to promote interest from public, but leave the Village Board out of it.  Also, do not cut the grass into the street.

Harry Matthews stated that the group has reached out to the public.  Carol Miller spoke about them getting better signage, never knew what it was due to the lack of signage.

Nate Prest spoke regarding Leggio Park that the benches have been scratched and the plaque has been removed from the bench.  Mr. Prest was wondering if there are cameras on this park and who is liable for the damages done there?  

Dana Hanusik also asked if Ross Caridi is liable for the CAT since it’s on his property.  President Seeley reiterated that the CAT will be re-addressed in 4 months from July 4th.  Harry Matthews, Matt Boa, Rich Wagner, and the group to support the CAT were aware of the time frame and that this matter will be re-addressed in 4 months.  

Peter Markou was present and mentioned that the time limit on the CAT is a good idea.  

Nancy Richards thanked the DPW, Village Board and Holcim for cleaning up Mott Street and the Village on Clean-Up Day.  Also that Music in the Park starts June 20 until August.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by McCulloch, to adjourn the meeting.
