Motion made by Trustee Paolino, seconded by Chewens, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by McCulloch, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

President Seeley talked about the St. Patrick’s project somewhat, prior to informing all that the diocese will not go into contract in regard to this specific project.  The property remains on the tax roll.  Lisa Marafiotti asked if Scott Dutton, Architect, had looked at the building and she was wondering what their report said.  Said report stated that there is a lot of asbestos issues, the gym floor has buckled, but overall, the building has ‘good bones’ and is basically structurally sound.  David Osborn and Warner Shook were concerned about the use of the property and if any trees would be removed.  Frank of 5 Stillwood Lane and Lawrence Farrell would like to see single homes on the empty space and possibly a museum in the existing buildings.  Nat Prest said a wrecking ball would be good, and possibly speaking with Columbia-Greene Community College to see about a satellite campus.  Paul Lambrose of 36 Woodland Avenue said that if the property is not sold within a certain amount of time, then tear the buildings down.  The buildings should have been made into a community center or the town/village offices and a recreation area.  Bill Zwoboda, Planning Board Chairman, stated that something will take place on the property, but rest assured that the Planning Board and St. Pat’s are taking this matter seriously and are looking for the best improvement to the area.  Rich Rappleyea said that the diocese is an absentee landlord and that the property was given to them, and recommends forcing them to do something with the buildings.  Thelma Valdez said that the buildings are school buildings, why not continue as a school.  President Seeley thanked everyone for their input and said that something will happen on the property eventually.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Paolino, to approve establishing 6 hours per day as the standard workday for Trustees and Justices for retirement reporting purposes.  The total number of days reported for Trustees will be five (5) days per month.  Total number of days reported for Justice LaRosa will be calculated according to a time-keeping system showing actual hours worked.  LaRosa’s term is March 31, 2014 to March 31, 2016.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to approve Resolution No.: 5-2014, as read, approving ‘Bridge Street in its Application to NYS Homes & Community Renewal Funding under NYS Main Street Downtown Anchor Project’.  Said Resolution 5-2014 requires that the Applicant obtain approval and endorsement of the governing body of the municipality in which the project is located.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards updated the Board on events:

With regard to trash cans, Nancy and Lillian Johnson are making plans for improving this problem.

	Gil Bagnel told Nancy that he’d work on the zoning regs, pro bono, to get them cleaned up.

Hudson Talbot spoke about the tree issue on W. Bridge Street below the billboards.  He spoke with Ken from Story’s Nursery and was informed that the trees should be replaced a ‘their current tree value’, and that the cost of labor should be included in the price.  Ken is asking for a $150.00 ‘consulting fee’ in this regard.

Nancy Richards said that the America in Bloom judges will be here July 16, 17 and 18.

Trustee Paolino stated that there is a gap of time from when we get a complaint, to when it’s taken care of.  Too much time passes and we need to solve issues quicker.

Meeting went into Executive Session to discuss DPW Contract.
