Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by McCulloch, to award Chemical Bids as read.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Copy of said awards is attached herewith.

OPEN:

President Seeley spoke about his meeting with the new University of Albany President Robert J. Jones, at the Thomas Cole House, who would like to create an Economic Advisory Committee which would foster relationships and become better acquainted with individual counties’ various educational, cultural, business, civic and recreational assets.  

Seeley also mentioned that located at 30 Woodland Avenue is a chestnut oak tree which is now on the New York State Big Tree Registry.  Said tree measures 80’ tall, 209” trunk circumference and is estimated to be 330 – 430 years old.

Also, on March 28, 2013 Seeley has a meeting with Delaware Engineering firm to finalize the agreement between the Village and the Town with regard to the new water and sewer districts.  Once these are created, then this becomes the Town’s project.   

Vice-President McCulloch thanked the Catskill Fire Department along with the mutual aid for assisting in the fire located on Hamburg Road.  Call out was for 11 hours.  Also, on Saturday, March 30th, Kirwan’s Game Store will be hosting an Easter Egg Hunt with the proceeds going to the Greene County Firemen’s Convention.

Trustee Kozloski further thanked the Fire Department for the fire on Hamburg Road.

Trustee Dushane thanked the Village taxpayers for supporting the candidates and for giving him the opportunity to serve the community.

Nancy Richards reminded the Board that on March 29th there will be the Walk of the Cross.  Also, America in Bloom/Cultivate Catskill has 5 trees already paid for along with some plants and shrubs for the Mott Street Slide project.  And a thank you to Lew O’Connor and the DPW crew for the dirt.
