	The Village Board agreed to take ‘No Action’ with regard to the commitment of $50,000 of Village funds.

President Seeley asked Nancy Richards about lighting for the walkway; and Dana Hanusik asked if the Canal Street kayak launch is out of the walking loop, yes, it is.

Trustee Paolino said that the Board will review the agreement with the Town regarding the Village taking over the Cementon sewer plant.

Deb Samuels stated that she’s been at different events of late and that there are a lot of people coming to Catskill from across the river.  She feels, and the Board agrees, that this is a good sign for the Village.
