Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Chewens, to appoint Melissa Ragaini as Deputy Clerk/Treasurer.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Paolino, seconded by McCulloch, to appoint Shari Kimmel as Deputy Clerk/Treasurer.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to hold Village Board meetings on the 2nd and 4th Wednesdays of the month located at the Senior Center, Academy Street (off of Thompson St.) Catskill.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Paolino to approve attendance at meetings and training schools sponsored by the Conference of Mayors, Mohawk Hudson Association of Village Officials, Capital District Village Clerks Association, and State and Federal agencies.  
AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by McCulloch, to approve the chemical bids as awarded.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Vice President Chewens explained what accreditation means with regard to the Village of Catskill Police Department.  The Village of Catskill Police Department operates 24/7 and has 28 full and part time employees.  Accreditation means that the department has supervision, training and documentation of every incident which the department is involved in.  The Department abides by strict professional standards and promotes public confidence in our Police Department.  We are the only accredited police department in Greene County.  Kathy Ventura was awarded with a “Certificate of Accreditation” for all her hard work.  Trustee Dushane commended our Police Department on the excellent job done.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to appoint Lorraine Monteverde as Court Clerk starting date of April 4, 2014.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Paolino, to approve a promotional increase to Senior Clerk.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards spoke regarding food truck ‘try-out’ date of Friday, June 28th at Dutchman’s Landing.  The food trucks did very well in Woodstock and Saugerties, and are looking to expand their locations.  The food trucks have a good following and usually have live music also.  Nancy will get more information in said regard; and that there presently is no contract with the Galley, so there should not be any problem having the food trucks at Dutchman’s Landing.

Nancy also spoke with regard to Rick Paolino’s resignation from the Planning Board and that his term needs to be covered from April 1, 2014 to November 1, 2014.

March 27, 2014 a Health Fair to be held from 9 AM to 2 PM at the Senior Center, hosted by the Greene County Department of Aging.  Also, the banner for the health fair had to come down due to a ‘guy wire’ snapping.

OPEN:

Fawn Potash from Masters on Main Street spoke to the Board with regard to a balloon sculpture donated by the Guggenheim created by Jason Hackenworth.  The sculpture would be assembled in parts, to be exhibited in storefronts on Main Street.  Then on Sunday, May 4th, the sculptures will be put together to form one big balloon sculpture which Fawn would like to suspend over the Uncle Sam bridge with bucket trucks.  President Seeley asked Trustee McCulloch if he would be the contact person for this project.  The Board needs to make sure this is safe.

Trustee McCulloch asked the Board to approve Dilann Chewens being placed on the active list at the Fire Department.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Paolino.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to approve Brad Greene being re-activated on the Fire Department.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee McCulloch also informed the Board that the Catskill Fire Department responded to the big fire in Stamford, Delaware County, and the Board thanked the fire department for their assistance in this matter.

Trustee Paolino thanked the Board and the Clerk’s office for their support and patience.

Vice-President Chewens mentioned the Memorial Day Parade for Monday, May 26th at 4:00 PM.  Parade route is from Water to Main Streets.  Committee is Joe Izzo, Dave Darling and Patrick McCulloch. 

Chewens also mentioned that the Men’s Softball League is looking to install lights at the field.  They will be getting prices for the lights and will see what needs to be done.

Adam Davies of the Catskill Little League said that clean-up day is April 5th.  Parade to be held on April 26th.

Spring Rush to be held on June 7th, with Safety Meeting at CHS on May 16th at 4:00.

Batting cages will be up and running soon.

Peter Markou would like the Board to consider that the establishment of a historic preservation committee and that the Board needs to be careful because it can be a help or a hindrance.  

Rich Wagner of There Forever Tattoos made a presentation to the Board with regard to the lack of business and opportunity in the Village of Catskill.  He asked the Board and the public for ideas that would bring in more commerce to the Village.  President Seeley said that the Village of Catskill is constantly looking and proposing new businesses for the Village, and that once the new sewer project is in place for the Jefferson corridor, it may bring more into the area.  Seeley also mentioned that the State was looking at our area with regard to a casino.  The Board welcomes any and all ideas, and thanked Rich for his intuitiveness and concern for the merchants in the Village of Catskill.

Dawn and Paul Moyer asked the Board to revisit the Building Permit application for 22 Liberty Street and wanted to know if the August 2014 review with the Planning Board would still be in place.  President Seeley told her that because she insisted on a new Building Permit for 22 Liberty Street, that it extended the permit period.  Moyer also stated that she felt that the amount of scaffolding on the premises at 22 Liberty Street was excessive for the job being done.  Seeley stated that there are no regulations regarding same.  Moyer still insisted on the August review by the Planning Board.  The Board said that, yes, that review will take place in August.  Moyer reminded the Board that Section 5 of the Historic law was not being properly followed.  Seeley said that in August, the Board would re-examine this issue.
