Carol Miller commented that the rates just went up in June.  Lew O’Connor explained that the rise in chemical costs for purifying the water and for the sewage have gone up and that is the reason for the rate increase.  No further comments were made.  Motion made by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to close said Public Hearing and to accept the rate increase as herein read.    AYES:   All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Kehoe, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

With regard to the Black Bridge, Village Attorney, Alex Betke, stated that the Black Bridge is in an ‘emergency situation’.  Storm Irene caused extensive damage to the bridge and two (2) Resolutions were read with regard to same.  Trustee Kozloski explained that FEMA would cover 75% of the project; the State would cover 12.5% and the Village would cover 12.5%.  

Motion was made by Trustee Kozloski, second by Kehoe, to accept the Resolution, as written, to hire the engineering firm of VHB Engineering to design the repairs to the Black Bridge. AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.     

Motion was made by Trustee Kehoe, second by Kozloski, to accept the Resolution, as written, to hire a contractor to make repairs to the Black Bridge. AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Letter read from Lew O’Conner asking to buy-back 80 hours of vacation time.  Motion made by Kozloski, second by Kehoe, to approve said buy-back.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Catskill Fire Department asked to hold a Tag Day on Wednesday, November 23, 2011 on Central Avenue near the entrance to WalMart.  Motion made by Kozloski, second by Kehoe to all the Tag Day.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Kehoe, to accept the conditions of the Fire Contract with the Town of Catskill. AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Ms. Richards also mentioned that there are a few new businesses on Main Street.  Sweet Sensations is now open on Main Street; Green Grocer will be opening soon on Main Street.  Mountainside Café on W. Bridge Street will be opening soon also.  Family Dollar is still planning on opening very soon.
