
MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES


October 24, 2011

The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Due to time constraints, this matter was presented prior to the Public Hearing.  A letter read from Rita Landy (who was present) regarding the drainage issue at the intersection of Greene and Main Streets.  Ms. Landy states that the drains are inadequate for the amount of water that flows down these streets.  This issue is undermining her property as well as her sidewalks.  Lew O’Connor has been good about keeping an eye on the problem; but it is that, a problem that Ms. Landy is hoping to have fixed.  Mr. O’Connor mentioned that it may be possible to encompass this drainage issue into the CSO (sewer/storm drain separation) project currently going on in the Village.  He would look into estimates for said project and at the November 28th meeting he will have more information.

PUBLIC HEARING: - Amendment of Specific Sign Regulation - 

The hearing was called to order.  President Seeley presented the proposed change as follows:  

Section 4.7.4(a)(18): All signs advertising a candidate for public or any other ballot initiative.  The Village of Catskill requires that such signs be displayed no sooner than thirty (30) days prior to the relevant election and no later than seven (7) days after said election.  Said signs shall not be larger than 2 ½ feet by 3 feet.


This local law shall take effect immediately.

No comments were made.  Motion made by Chewens, second by Kozloski to close said Public Hearing.  Motion made by McCulloch to accept the amendment to the Sign Regulation, as herein read, second by Kozloski.  AYES:   All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: - Amendment to Traffic Ordinance – Metered Parking – 

The hearing was called to order.  President Seeley presented the proposed change as follows:

Metered Parking – Municipal Parking Lots: The parking of vehicles in the municipal parking lot, located between 429 Main Street and 437 Main Street, owned and controlled by the Village of Catskill, shall be unmetered and free of charged.

 
This local law shall take effect immediately.

No comments were made.  Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to close said Public Hearing.  Motion made by McCulloch to accept the amendment to the Traffic Ordinance, as herein read, second by Kozloski.  AYES:   All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: - Amendment to Traffic Ordinance – Stopping, Standing & Parking:

Clarke Street: No parking on either side of the street from the intersection with Broad Street, east, to the dead end.  No parking on the South side from the intersection of Broad Street, west, to Main Street.


This local law shall take effect immediately.

Mr. Bill Oravsky commented that something needs to be done with the parking on Clarke Street.  No one who lives on Clarke Street parks on it.  He was glad to hear that signs will be posted with regard to this matter.  Nancy Richards mentioned that the owners of 37 Clarke Street had approval from the Zoning Board as to what they are doing.  

After no further comments, motion was made by Chewens, second by Kozloski to close said Public Hearing.  Motion made by McCulloch to accept the amendment to the Traffic Ordinance, as herein read, second by Chewens.  AYES:   All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

AGENDA:
Motion made by Kozloski, second by Kehoe, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, second by McCulloch to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, second by McCulloch, to accept the terms of the Memorandum of Agreement for the Catskill Police Department.  AYES:  4.  OBSTAIN:  1.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards of the Planning Board requested the re-appointment of Lillian Johnson and Mitchell Smith to the Zoning Board and Planning Board respectively.  Motion made by McCulloch, second by Chewens, to appoint Lillian Johnson to the ZBA for a 3-year term (til 11/2014).  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Chewens, second by Kehoe, to appoint Mitchell Smith to the Planning Board for a 3-year term (til 8/2014).  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

OPEN:
Ms. Richards also mentioned that there are a few new businesses on Main Street.  Sweet Sensations is now open on Main Street; Green Grocer will be opening soon on Main Street.  Mountainside Café on W. Bridge Street will be opening soon also.  Family Dollar is still planning on opening very soon.

Sawyer Motors is expanding their facility, as per GM’s requirement and will be meeting with the ZBA on November 16th and is hoping for Village Board approval for his project.  Trustee Kehoe had issues with the Village being forced to conform to GM’s requirements.  Will attend ZBA meeting for more on this matter.

Pam Wright announced that the 5th Annual Parade of Lights will be taking place on November 25th (Black Friday).  They are on facebook at “Parade of Lights 1”, and Pam can be contacted at 943-9770 for those interested in participating in the parade.

Lew O’Connor addressed the Board on the matter of the Black Bridge and the damage from Storm Irene.  This matter is a priority and has been brought to the attention of FEMA as well as the County.  Mr. O’Connor is working on different proposals with regard to preventing further damage.  Will present the Board with further information once obtained.  

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to adjourn the meeting and go into executive session.
