AGENDA:

Motion made by Trustee Kozloski, seconded by McCulloch, to approve payment of audited bills and department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Anti-Bullying Proclamation was read – no one there to accept said Proclamation.

At this time in the meeting, Mr. Paul Brown was not in attendance.  President Seeley explained that Mr. Brown was asking the Village to waive his capital cost and tapping fees to tie in on the Village water and sewer.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Kozloski, to deny Paul Brown’s request to waive the capital cost and required tapping fees.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Presentation made by Ed Dolan, John Darling, III, and Harold Rivenburgh, Fire Chiefs of Catskill Fire Department with regard to their ‘Apparatus Replacement Plan’.  Ed Dolan went on to read their plan regarding ETA 3-12 and M3-14.  Both of these trucks are in need of replacement.  The Fire Department keeps putting good money into these trucks and they really should be replaced.  The Captains were asking the Board for permission to form a Committee to research the truck purchases.  Harold Rivenburgh also mentioned the issues regarding the fire station.  Said that there are roof and drainage issues that they are working on; and that they may have to build a new truck bay because the trucks manufactured nowadays are much bigger than the bays can fit.  Trustee McCulloch mentioned that they should do two (2) proposals:  one proposal should be for trucks and building renovations; and the second proposal should be for just the trucks to be purchased in 2016.  Due to the fact that the Sutphen truck and LOSAP will both be paid up in March 2016.  Use the funding from those line items and put them into new trucks.  Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Kozloski, for the formation of a committee to purchase new trucks.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Chief John Darling III also asked the Board for permission to purchase 2 multi-detectors, which are a necessary item.  The Board approved the purchase of 2 multi-detectors.  

At this time in the meeting, Paul Brown was in attendance.  He asked the Board why he is the only person on Post Avenue to pay the capital costs?  Out of the 8 houses built, he is the only one to pay the capital costs.  Mr. Brown would like the same consideration as the last house he built.  Mr. Lew O’Connor explained to the Board what the current regulations are, and that at the time when Mr. Brown built a house, the current rules and regulations were not in effect.  Mr. Brown asked for the current Water and Sewer Rules and Regulations.  He also wanted to know if the State mandated any of the rules and regulations, and he was told that these were Village rules and regulations.  A copy of said Rules and Regulations will be made available the Mr. Brown.  

Trustee Kozloski informed the Board that a new laborer has been chosen.  Dave Coletti was the candidate picked and he starts on Tuesday, October 15, 2013.  Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Chewens, to hire Dave Coletti as the new DPW Laborer.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Honorable Kate Izzo made a presentation to the Board with regard to the JCAP Grant.  The JCAP is an annual Grant given out for improvements to courtrooms.  Hon. Izzo would like to have the following considered for the Grant:  re-wire the Justice offices as the current wiring is hazardous; new computer server to streamline between the Justice offices and the courtroom; a new computer for the courtroom bench; new electric for the courtroom; new rug for the courtroom as well as drape and security-approved blinds for the windows in the courtroom; new wiring for the computers just received from the State.  Hon. Izzo has received estimates for the rug installation; electrical work to be performed; as well as the cost of the drapes and blinds.  Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by McCulloch, to allow the Justice office and Honorable Kate Izzo to move forward with the JCAP Grant.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Andrea Cunliffe spoke to the Board with regard to filming in the Village of Catskill.  Thin Edge Films (Lisa Thomas and Margo Pellitier) are doing a true story biopic on a young man who was bullied and was able to work through it with music.  The film is about his story.  Ms. Cunliffe is asking permission to film in front of the movie theater on Main Street and that she needed the street to be closed intermittently between 7 and 9 PM on Thursday, October 10th.  The Board gave their approval for intermittent closure of Main Street.

Nancy Richards asked the Board for approval to raise the rates of the suggested donation for events taking place at Historic Catskill Point and the use of Village parking lot.  The current rate is $50 and the increase would be to $75; the other increase would be for fishing tournaments to raise the cost from $5 to $10 for boat launch fees.  

Nancy also asked to increase the fees for going before the Planning Board from $150 to $175; and for the Zoning Board from $125 to $150.  

The Board was asked what they thought:

	Chewens said yes to both increases

	Seeley said yes to Planning Board; no to Zoning Board changes

This matter will have to carry over to the next meeting.

A letter to the County Administrator and Tourism Department will come forthwith requesting the fee for a Village police officer; or for the County to supply a Deputy with a patrol car during special events.

Nancy Richards said that she would open/close the bathrooms for the 10/20 Bass Tournament; Lew O’Connor stated that he takes care of the playground bathrooms until November 1st.  

Dana Hanusik and Peter Markou asked the Board if anyone gave permission to ‘Masters on Main Street’ to tape their signs to the memorial benches at Leggio Park.  

Peter Markou also said that the trees being put on Main Street are great and the picking up after your dog signs are great.  

Trustee McCulloch asked for approval for placing Ethan Rowe and Dave Kennell on the Fire Department’s active list.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Dushane.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustees thanked all who helped and are helping with the new trees and the slides.  Village is looking great and a big thank you to all helping.  

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Dushane, to adjourn the meeting.
