The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Chewens to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch, to accept the Memorandum of Agreement for the DPW.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, second by McCulloch, approving the Village Court’s application to Justice Court Assistance Program (JCAP) towards improvements, equipment and software for the Village Court.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Chewens, to approve the waiving of extra water charges incurred by severe flooding caused by Tropical Storm Irene, for the residents of Bushnell Avenue; 137 W. Main St. through and including 732 W. Main St.; and 5, 7, 8 – 10 & 11 W. Bridge St.; and any other properties effected by the storm.  (Discretion to be used by the Village Water Department in determining affected properties).

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski, to allow Associate Member, Carl VanHorn of Sparrowbush, NY, to be an active member on the Fire Department roster, pending his paperwork. AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Bob Wade reported about a dead deer on Grandview Avenue on this past Sunday.  He called Catskill Police Department and was told that it would be picked up on Monday.  Bob Wade put the deer in his truck and brought it to the DPW garage.  Trustee Chewens will talk with Chief Darling regarding the need to get carnage off the street even on weekends.

Dana Hanusik told the Board that the Village – all departments --- did a great job on the storm clean-up throughout the Village.

Nancy Richards mentioned that the wedding on this past weekend went very well at Dutchman’s Landing.
