The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards of the Planning Board requested an amendment to the sign regulations.  A Public Hearing will be held on October 24, 2011 at 7:15 pm.

Ms. Richards also mentioned that the Suicide Prevention Walk will take place on October 1, 2011  and will be done by 1:00 pm.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Kehoe, approving the placing of Travis Nussbickel on the active members list for the Catskill Fire Company.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Regarding the issue of parking in the area of 37 Clarke Street, a Public Hearing will take place on this issue on October 24, 2011 at 7:15 pm. 

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski for Christmas on Main Street, on December 3, 2011, an event to be coordinated by Eileen Dees of Garden Gate Café.  The County parking lot on Main Street will be used for a Christmas tree, which will be lighted at the end of the evening.  Permission from the County will be obtained.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Letter was read from the United States Board of Geographic Names regarding the unnamed island located in the Hudson River in both Columbia and Greene Counties.  The name of Bush Island was designated for said island along with the accompanying language:

“Bush Island:  island; 41 acres, 0.5 km (0.3 mi) by 0.5 km (0.3 mi); in the Town of Catskill and the Town of Germantown, in the Hudson River, adjacent to Inbocht Bay; named for Doug Bush (d. 2002) who earned his living by fishing next to the island and who contributed to island's’preservation; Columbia County and Greene County, New York; 42(10’07”N, 73(53’30”W; USGS map – Cementon 1:24,000.” 

OPEN:
Matt Bua is interested in creating a hand-built fence around the Catskill Community Garden in collaboration with community gardeners and members.  There will be an ‘Open Call” in the late winter/early spring announcing the project and search for potential builders/collaborators for the fence.  Further details to come once closer to the event.

Nancy Richards reported that a ‘green grocer’ is coming to 428/430 Main Street selling fresh local produce, gourmet foods and baked goods.  Should be open mid November of this year.

Lew O’Connor informed the Board of looking into getting rid of the Verizon line for the DPW connection to the radio tower.  In its place would be a radio control panel from RedLyne Performance at a cost that will be lower than what we have with Verizon.

Nancy Richards wanted to thank Mike McGrath and the Catskill Fire Department for the great job they did at cleaning up The Point for the CAT Auction.
