Shelly Pulver of Cultivate Catskill reviewed delinquent properties with the Board.  Shelly had pictures of said properties also.  Ms. Pulver asked about the progress of the list of delinquent properties from the September 10th meeting.  President Seeley stated that the Code Office and Trustee Paolino are diligently working on said list and that he was meeting the Village attorney to discuss absentee landlords and the very bad properties.

Paul Jilek is the new Zoning Board Member and his paperwork has been completed.  Verizon is attending the Planning Board meeting on September 15, 2014 for review of their proposed new building at the cell tower site.
