Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Paolino, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Bagshaw, to approve American Legion Tag Day on September 12th at Catskill Commons.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Harold Rivenburgh and Paul Overbaugh gave an update on the new truck as well as the Firehouse building addition.  The new Firetruck has been out and about so drivers and crew can get used to the new truck and mechanics.  Paul Overbaugh informed the Board that the footings for the building are in and the concrete block will be started this week.  The contractor of the Firehouse project wanted to inform the Board of the excellent work performed by Mike McGrath and the DPW with regard to the construction that the Village is responsible for.  He was very impressed with the work performed and that the work is progressing due to the quality of the work done by the DPW crew.  The radio project should be completed by end of the Fall.

The Greene County Volunteer Firemen’s Association Convention is this weekend with the Ladies Auxiliary Dinner tonight; the Men’s dinner is Thursday; Mardi Gras Parade lines up at 6:00 PM and step off at 6:30; and the Dress Parade is on Saturday with line up at 1:00 PM with step off at 2:00 PM.  Parade route is on 23A, with line up along 32A and ending up at Maple Grove parking lot.   

Nancy Richards update:
Walk the Walk scheduled by Community Action has been tabled till next year.
10/3 – Suicide Prevention Walk (which was Board approved 2/2014) is being held.  Lt. Frascello knows and all necessary parties will be reminded.  President Seeley asked if the walk would end at the Point; yes, it is.  This is a big annual event for this organization, lots of sponsors from Columbia County as well.
10/10 – Dance Festival at the Point with parking at Dutchman’s parking lot.  This is the 3rd year for this event.  VIP Reception is being held at Catskill Mills.  
10/24 – Alzheimer’s 5K Walk (approved by the Board last year) is being held.  Police Dept. knows.  Trustee Dushane asked if Paul/Galley knows of this event; yes, he does Nancy said.
11/7 – Boxing Event at the Point.  President Seeley is meeting with Kyle Lyles on Sept. 10th regarding this event and to get details.  Nancy said that she has spoken with Kyle regarding fundraisers for the gym as well.  
9/16 – Zoning Board meeting regarding Auto Zone signs.  The Planning Board has denied the signs as proposed.  Auto Zone is on hold pending a clear title for the property.  Cole House is on the docket as well, but may need to be removed.  
9/28 – Josh Cerra, Cornell Professor and students, will be here for the landscape/design project they are doing here in the Village.  They would like to meet with Mike McGrath of DPW for catch basin locations.  
9/18 – Nancy is meeting with Steven Davis from IDA regarding American Dance Institute who is preparing a NEA “Our Town’ Grant and would like the Village of Catskill as ‘Designee’.    President Seeley asked for more details before the Village would commit to any part of said Grant process.
9/17 – Hazard Mitigation Plan meeting scheduled.  Trustee Paolino is going.  Nancy reviewed prior Mitigation Plans with Paolino.
10/13 – Cornell Cooperative Agro-forestry Dinner scheduled from 5:00 – 9:00.  Lopez and Amedore to attend.
10/16 – meeting with ELAN regarding proposed walking loop project
10/5 – No Planning Board meeting that night as all will be attending required class in Cairo.
9/19 – Village and Town Clean Up day at the old Cauterskill Ave. site from 7:00 AM – 2:30 PM.
9/19 – CAT Auction Gala at 3:00 PM at the Point
Also, the Greene County Chamber of Commerce has 2 seats open if anyone would like to nominate someone for either seat. 
Nancy also showed the Board and public the draft of the Flood Preparation Guide being prepared with the help of Liz LoGiudice of Cornell Cooperative Extension.  Final product to be completed soon.

Lenora Freese addressed the Board with her concerns regarding the parking situation in the Village.  Ms. Freese LMT, has a business located at 11 William Street for 8 years, and emailed the Board with her complaints.  She stated in her email that County employees are parking in the municipal lot, and not using the County parking lots.  Mr. Shaun Groden, Greene County Administrator, was emailed in this regard.  His response was for Lenora to get him license plate numbers of the persons parking in said lot.  Lenora did send Mr. Groden and email with photos as well as license plate numbers.  Ms. Freese stated that her frustration level is at an all time high.  How can the County allow their employees to park in other lots and not the ones specific to the County, and that County employee cars even have permits on their windshields.  She feels that the County should be told to park in the lots specified for them.  President Seeley said that this is a double edged sword as it is good to have traffic because it means more commerce, but that there is definitely a parking issue in the Village.  Seeley asked Police Chief Darling about the box truck and trailer that are parked in the municipal lot and said that they should NOT be parked there.  Chief Darling said he will look into same.  Ms. Freese said that she was appauled that Shaun Grodin advised her to go through the parking lot and take down license numbers instead of addressing his employees to park in the County parking lots.  Dana Hanusik stated that there even is a County employee who parks their car in the handicapped spot in the municipal lot all day, and nothing happens.  President Seeley said that he has a meeting on Monday with the County and invited Lenora to join him and address this matter there.  Ms. Freese accepted the invitation and will see what happens next in this regard.  There then was some discussion regarding a parking garage, and about the Candyman parking lot that the County would like to give to the Village.  More needs to be addressed in said regard as well.

Peter Markou, HOCA Member, addressed the Board regarding the proceeds from the CAT Auction.  HOCA would like to, on an annual basis, donate some of the proceeds to be put back into the Dutchman’s Landing Park.  HOCA would like said proceeds to enhance Dutchman’s Landing, and they would also like to see what

Waterfront Landscape Design is being done by Cornell University students as an ongoing project to protect stream, creek, and river beds from storm erosion.  
The LDC has received a check for 21 Allen Street.
394 Main Street Café has opened; New York Restaurant is moving along and should be opened in September, and the light store may have tenants.

Trustee Bagshaw thanked Nancy Richards for all her work keeping the bathrooms clean and running; and thank you to all for their patience till the Galley is up and running.

Robert Hoven addressed the Board regarding the crowds and noise on Main Street, especially near the Howard Street slide.  Asked if there could be more foot patrols from the police during the late afternoon and evening hours.

Peter Markou of Summit Avenue made accommodation to the Code Office for all their diligent work in cleaning up the Village.  On that note, Mr. Markou asked the Board if a temporary speed bump can be put on Summit Avenue, as he feels cars are speeding on that street.  Also, there is a lot of short visits (possible drug traffic) at one of the homes at the end of Summit Avenue, if the police can look into this also.

Dana Hanusik thanked Mike McGrath and the DPW crew for all of the work they do.  He cannot say enough about the DPW.  Also was wondering about fixing the bleachers for the Ladies softball field.  Possibly doing the same for that field as was done for the Men’s softball field, with the pads underneath the bleachers.
