A letter from Robert Hoven of Friends of Beattie-Powers House was read thanking the Catskill Fire Department for their speedy response and ability to access difficult terrain during a brush fire at the Beattie-Powers House on March 31, 2012.  Mr. Hoven conveyed his sincere appreciation for their skilled help also.

Nancy Richards mentioned that the Planning/Zoning Regulations update was in the works; Clean Sweep will be held May 5, 2012 – need more volunteers; May 12 – Cancer Walk; May 20 – Flare Up – meeting on this will be held first week in May; Wacky Raft Race – July 29.  Ms. Richards is designing a new fee schedule for the Parks and will have same to Trustees once completed.  The Farmer’s Market will be using the old Candyman parking lot.

Memorial Day Parade is scheduled for May 27, 2012.

Mrs. Lombardi contacted President Seeley regarding the vacant houses on Summit Avenue.  There are three (3) houses vacant presently.  It is becoming an issue on Summit Avenue.

Trustee McCulloch mentioned that we now have Wi-Fi service at Dutchman’s landing.  Password is ‘guest’.  He also thanked the Fire Department for all their hard work during the recent brush fires in the area.  

Trustee Kozloski wanted to make sure that the $10,000 increase in the DPW budget was not for salary, but for the department itself as was mentioned in The Daily Mail article.
