
MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES


JUNE 28, 2010

The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Chewens to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, second by McCulloch to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Mark Wildonger of Scenic Hudson presented the Village of Catskill with a framed poster of >Scenic and Natural Treasures of the Village of Catskill@ which indicates various natural amenities of the Village.  Mr. Wildonger went on to explain the usage of this Poster.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Chewens to appoint Adrianne Hanusik to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, second by McCulloch to replace to part-time dispatchers in the Police Department.  Travis Witherwax and Stephen Salluce.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards informed the Board that Superintendent Kate Farrell wants to have the Parents, Partners and Pancakes on Sept. 19, 2010 and would like to close W. Main St. from W. Bridge St. to Rte. 9W for the event.  Board discussed closing of street with Chief Darling and will work out details in the very near future.

Ms. Richards proceeded to tell the Board that the Farmer=s Market is doing very well and all the vendors seem to be very excited for this Summer season.  Set-up and breakdown is getting much easier.

Ms. Richards also informed the Board that the Wacky Raft Race is coming along but that more rafts/rafters were needed.  Event is being held on July 18th.  

Nancy Richards also let the Board know that the Community Center is closing on Friday, July 2nd for renovations to the building.  Events for the Community Center are being held at the 2nd Baptist Church on Grandview Avenue until further notice.  Please call the Community Center if you need to know any further information.

Nancy Richards further informed the Board that St. Patrick=s Church is having their 150th anniversary on September 12th and would like to hold an event at Dutchman=s Landing.  Nancy Richards will keep the Board apprised as more information comes in on this matter.

The Board was further informed that W. Main St. between W. Bridge St. and Rte. 9W will be closed to traffic for the July 3rd fireworks being presented by the merchants in the Village.  Chief Darling said that he and his Department were aware of this and would be present at the event.

President Seeley then read a letter from Town Clerk, Elizabeth Izzo, regarding Proposed Local  Law 2 of 2010 to amend the Code of the Town of Catskill, specifically to include new chapter 50, Alternate Members for the Planning Board and Zoning Board of Appeals.  Proposed Local Law 3 of 2010 to amend the Town of Catskill Zoning Law, Chapter 138, Article IV (Private Streets) to create new Article V (Maintenance of Sidewalks).  Public Hearings for these proposed locals laws will be held on July 6, 2010 at 5:30 PM and 6:00 PM, respectively, at Town Hall.

President Seeley read Resolution No.: 230-10 from Greene County regarding outdoor wood boilers (OWB) in opposition of NYS law regulating OWBs.  The County wants to regulate the OWBs on a local level and not mandated by the State.  Code Enforcement Officer Mike Ragaini said that so far there are no OWBs in the Village yet, and that a permit is needed for use.  He further stated that regulation will be needed in the Village.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to put Sewer Treatment 1994 GMC Truck with plow and power tailgate up for bid with a minimum bid of $1,500.  Bid opening will be on July 26, 2010 at 10:00 AM.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried. 

Trustee McCulloch mentioned the fantastic job the Catskill Fire Department, as well as adjoining Fire Departments, did in responding to the fire on Broome Street.  

Trustee Kozloski spoke with regard to the excellent response of our Catskill Fire Department to the Broome Street fire.  He further mentioned that yard sale signs need to be removed after the yard sales are done.  Trustee Kozloski mentioned that on the water bills there is a reminder for people to remove their yard sale signs.  

Trustee Chewens spoke regarding the sign laws in the Village and that maybe we should do something about people just putting advertising signs up any place they want to in the Village.  Chewens also mentioned that something must be done on Franklin Street with regard to fire trucks being able to go through.  The Board would like to set up a Public Hearing on July 26, 2010 regarding the parking on Franklin Street and Chief Darling agreed that this needs to be addressed.

Trustee Kozloski mentioned that the Catskill Fire Dept. came in second place in the Lake George regional competition.

President Seeley mentioned that he had met with Mike Ferro regarding his project on the Catskill Creek.  Ferro said that he was going ahead with the project as planned.

Upon motion the meeting adjourned.
