MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

APRIL 12, 2010

PRESENT: President Vincent Seeley

Vice President James Chewens

Trustee Joseph Kozloski

The meeting was called to order and opened with the Pledge of 

Allegiance.

George Lackie received a commendation from the Village for over ten 

years of service as a member of the Planning Board.

Jennifer Osswald spoke about the Big Brothers/Big Sisters program that 

is starting in Greene County. It is a 1 to 1 mentoring program for 4-18 

year old children. Mentors commit to 8 hours per month for at least one 

year. At present they are trying to reach children with an incarcerated 

parent or children who are in trouble. She said 23 children have been 

referred to the program and there are 14 volunteers.

Bob Hoven spoke about Beattie Powers Place. He explained the use of the 

property, maintenance and improvements, and the risk when there are 

large gatherings. He said the Friends of Beattie Powers are recommending 

that the property no longer be used for weddings, as those gatherings 

are too large and the risk to the property great and they would like to 

limit provate parties to less than 70. The Trustees agreed with both 

recommendations. When asked about the impact on neighbors when events 

take place, several nearby neighbors said the disturbance is minimal and 

they believe the presence of this park improves the value of their 

properties. There was discussion about the possibility of limiting 

private events to 1 or 2 a month. Hoven said he would discuss this with 

the Friends. The proposed fee schedule was agreed upon by the Board, but 

they said they would like a higher amount for non Village residents. 

Hoven said he would make a recommendation to the Board shortly and the 

Trustees will officially approve the change at that time.

Hoven provided a calendar of events for Beattie Powers Place. He pointed 

out that a number of these events are free, including Kite Flying and 

concert on April 25 and several speakers on environmental issues. The 

Friends want to encourage the entire community to utilize the park. Many 

currently walk in the park, eat lunch there, or sit and enjoy the 

scenery.

There are a number of projects underway, including 2nd floor restoration 

and the gardens.?

PUBLIC HEARING - Community Renewal Grant Application

The public hearing was called to order. Alex Betke was asked to moderate 

the hearing. He said this purpose of this hearing was to discuss the 

project proposed in this application, an upgrade to Village Hall to be 

ADA compliant with the installation of an elevator for $400,000. Betke 

said this amount will be sufficient to cover equipment and installation 

costs, with no match required. Applications are due by April 23.

When asked about money for unforeseen costs, Betke said the project

estimates include a small contingency allowance. Lewis O'Connor, DPW 

Superintendent said the elevator would be located through the old Fire 

Department door. Betke said an architect or engineer would be hired 

after a grant award.

There were no further comments, and the hearing adjourned.

PUBLIC HEARING - Traffic Law

The hearing was called to order. Trustee Chewens presented the proposed 

changes to the Traffic Law as attached.

Chewens said parking is a constant problem on Main Street, with an under 

utilized parking lot. While there are some broken and missing meters on 

the street, many have been repaired and tested. Chewens said that people 

need to be encouraged to use the parking lot and leave the metered 

spaces on Main Street for customers, so he is recommending that the 

parking lot be free except for spaces, 17-39 and 59-69 for which permits 

will continue to be sold. He also is recommending that additional meters 

and parts be purchased in the new year.

When asked about double parking for deliveries, Lillian Johnson was told 

that so long as deliveries are quick, there would not be a problem. Also 

a suggestion was made that violations that might endanger someone should 

be fined more heavily, such as parking in a crosswalk.=20

Stan Raven applauded Chewens effort to address the matter of parking. He 

said he agrees with making the parking lot free, but has concerns about 

increasing the fine for meter violations to $15. He said that may be too 

high and might discourage people from coming to Main Street.

Deb Samuels likes the current meter prices and compared them to Lake 

Placid which is many times higher.

Kehoe said he appreciates Chewens' work on this project and agrees that 

the lot is under utilized, but said he would be more comfortable with 

some baseline data - counting cars and available spaces for a month so 

there is data to compare in 6 months. He agreed that $15 may be too high 

for meter violations. McCulloch said the handicapped violation fines 

should be under a local law not V&T. Kozloski said fines for parking the 

wrong way should be higher.

There were no further comments and the hearing adjourned.

bills. AYES: All Trustees.

Motion by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to the DPW report. AYES: All 

Trustees.

Motion by Chewens, second by McCulloch to approve the changes to the 

Traffic Law as proposed and attached with 3 changes - Meter violation 

Article 7 Sec 109 sub 8A - $10 ,Facing Wrong Way Art 6 Sec 103 sub 1- 

$25, and correcting the Art, Sec, and sub language for Handicapped 

parking violations. AYES: Seeley, Chewens, Kozloski, McCulloch. Abstain: 

Kehoe, who wanted additional data before voting. Motion carried.

Seeley announced the committee appointments as attached.

Motion by Chewens, second by Kehoe to approve the Investment Policy on 

file in the Clerk's Office. AYES: All Trustees.

Motion by Kehoe, second by Chewens to approve the procurement policy on 

file in the Clerk's Office. AYES: All Trustees.

A letter was read from John Delaney thanking the Board for really 

listening to the public at the Taxi hearing and accordingly.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Chewens to reappoint Mike Lanuto to the 

Zoning Board of Appeals. AYES: All Trustees.

A letter was read from Martin Darling about the curb removed from in 

front of his house on Cedar Street and the damage to his property that 

has resulted. O'Connor will get prices to replace the curb.

Motion by McCulloch, second by Chewens as follows: To establish a 6 

hours per day as the standard work day for Trustees and Justices for 

retirement reporting purposes. The total number of days reported for 

Trustees will be five days per month. Terms of Office are as follows: 

Trustee James Chewens - 3/09-3/12, Trustee Joseph Kozloski - 3/08-3/11, 

Trustee Patrick McCulloch - 3/09-3/12, Brian Kehoe - 3/10-3/13. 

Presently, the two Village Justices do not participate in retirement 

reporting. AYES: All Trustees.

Motion by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to accept chemical bids for the 

water and sewer plants as attached. AYES: All Trustees.

Motion by Chewens, second by McCulloch to authorize the Village 

Treasurer to sign all bond documents, including those with USDA Rural 

Development, on behalf of the Village of Catskill. AYES: All Trustees.

Motion by Chewens, second by Kehoe to accept the resignation of Jonathan 

Dees as dispatcher. AYES: All Trustees.

Motion by Kohoe, second by McCulloch to accept bids for the purchase of 

a used truck and plow as advertised. AYES: All Trustees.

Motion by Kozloski, second by Chewens to deny the water bill adjustment 

request for 1 Broome Street. AYES: All Trustees.

Motion by Chewens, second by Kozloski to hire Mark Nazi as a part time 

dispatcher. AYES: All Trustees.

Chewens announced that Saturday is Opening Day for little League.

Nancy Richards announced that an Autism fundraising Walk will be held on 

April 18.

Richards also reminded that Clean Sweep will be May 1.

Upon motion, the meeting adjourned.
