St. Patrick’s School/Woodland Ave. Meeting:

President Bagshaw began the meeting with a zoning overview and how the process works.  She explained how the property must stay within the R-1 Zone, but that anyone can come in and ask for a zoning change, which must go through the appropriate steps and come before the Zoning Board.  There also are public hearings wherein the public can have input.  The Zoning Board then has 62 days to make a decision.  

Jeff Rovitz, Executive Director of Mental Health Association of Columbia-Greene Counties (MHA) introduced himself and some of his staff, as well as contractors for the job.  Mr. Rovitz also went into the history of MHA as well as their intentions for the property.  

The contractors Mike Davis and Bob Baxter, said that the property is in serious deterioration.  The gym floor is buckling, copper piping has been stolen and many windows have been broken.  The property is diminishing and there also is asbestos that needs abatement.  MHA is willing to put 2.4 Million Dollars into the property.  There would be offices for 40 people with classes for about 30 clients daily.  

Mr. Rovitz said that there is a similar site in Hudson with day programing and staff, and invited any one to come and visit the site and see what good neighbors MHA are.  MHA is also looking to have the community use the gym and the fields in the back of the property.  

After questions and discussion, the meeting closed.
