
MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES


AUGUST 22, 2011

The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by Chewens, second by Kozloski to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Chewens to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Craig Remaley of Cone-E-Island/Mt. T-Shirts made a presentation with regard to the circus he is planning on having on Labor Day weekend.  Mr. Remaley states that he has approval from the County to shoot off the fireworks from their parking lot on Water Street.  Also mentioned that he has approval from Superintendent Dr. Farrell at the Catskill High School; and that the circus is supposed to be obtaining the certificates of insurance; as well as Rich Pilatich (Fireworks person).  He is also looking for access to water for the animals.  The circus is to be contained on one of the lots owned by Mt. T-Shirts located on W. Main Street.  Closure of part of W. Main Street will be necessary during the time of the circus and during the fireworks on Saturday night (Sept. 3rd).  Mr. Remaley was asked if he had spoken with Mr. Roland Berzal, and the Board was told that he had already spoken with Bo Berzal and that he had no issues.  Verizon was notified by letter, according to Mr. Remaley.  Clean-up will be taken care of but barriers from DPW would be needed for this event.  The Board told Mr. Remaley that insurance riders were needed for this event from the School and County.  Nancy Richards mentioned that all had been contacted and are on board for this event.  Chief Darling said that the Police Department was involved and will shut down the Uncle Sam bridge if needed.  Proceeds from this event will go to the Columbia-Greene United Way and Matthew 25 Food Pantry.

Presentation of a ‘Certificate of Appreciation’ was made to the Community Life Church for their donation of 15 picnic tables for Dutchman’s Landing as well as the repair of the picnic tables already at the park.  The Church would love to be involved in more projects in the community.  

With regard to the banner issue that was tabled from the August 8th Board meeting, it was decided that any banners to be hung on Main Street must get the approval of Nancy Richards and must be limited to 2’ wide by 20’ in length and that these specifications must be met prior to being hung on Main Street.  Judgement will be used on the time limitation for banners.

Motion made by Chewens, second by Kozloski, to allow DPW and Police Department to donate sick time to Angelo DiCaprio, as needed.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards met with Ed Dupont of the Catskill Little League and Mr. Dupont mentioned that the Girl’s Softball field was being worked on.  The infield and bases would be done in new red dirt and new sod around the bases.  This will all be paid for out of the Little League budget.  There will also be no locks on the gates at the fields.  They are Village owned fields and are open to the Village residents.

Nancy further stated that she met with the Fortnightly Club, Lew O’Connor and Game Time representative with regards to the Elliott Park playground.  Game Time is going to send specs on playground equipment which will, hopefully, be installed this fall.

OPEN:

Brian Kehoe asked Lew O’Connor what is going on with the black bridge; O’Connor informed Kehoe that the black bridge is being handled by the County now and that he would contact Gary Harvey in this regard.

Kehoe also asked about painting the crosswalks in the Village; O’Connor told Kehoe that the crosswalks are done every other year and that this is an off year.  Also, this was taken out of the budget for this year.  Kehoe feels that the crosswalks are a priority and need to be done.  O’Conner stated that the worst ones will be done this year sometime.  O’Connor also stated that the trailhead sign at Dutchman’s Landing was fixed and the times were put on the sign.

President Seeley also asked Trustee Kehoe if he’d be interested in being on the Catskill Education Foundation board; Kehoe stated that he would look into it and get back to him.

Trustee Kozloski stated that Matthew 25 Food Pantry opened next to Natalie’s Nook on Main Street ~ donations are needed; food as well as clothing and household items.

Lew O’Connor mentioned that work will continue on Thompson Street for about another three (3) weeks.  The Water Department has been assisting on the Jefferson Heights project.

Dan Rowan of Allen Street spoke regarding the speeding vehicles on his street.  He wondered about the possibility of making Allen Street a one-way street.  Chief Darling said that he would up the patrol on Allen Street and also put the radar machine there and see if that helps.  Chief Darling asked Mr. Rowan to touch base with him to see if the patrols and radar help in any way.

President Seeley mentioned that Dutchman’s Landing looks great with the Galley tenants keeping the park clean.  He further mentioned that a Rider to the Lease Agreement should be done to incorporate the clean-up of the park by its tenants into the agreement. 

Motion made by Chewens, second by Kehoe to adjourn the meeting and go into executive session.
