Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Paolino, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by McCulloch, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Letter read by Robin Smith from Cultivate Catskill Board with regard to addressing some issues that were raised by the America in Bloom judges.  The letter states the intention is to further enhance the Village and applauds them for their efforts so far, but attached a list of items needing attention within the Village.  President Seeley addressed the letter stating that the Code office will be given the list, as some of the properties on the list have already been notified.  Robin Smith further stated that Cultivate Catskill wanted to make people aware and Seeley thanked Cultivate Catskill for their hard work.

Harold Rivenburgh presented to the Board the specs for replacing ETA3-12 which is a 1982 truck, which has served 32 good years.  New truck will have an enclosed 6-man cab, an upgraded pump system and well as the ability to carry more hose.  Harold went on to thank the Truck Committee for a job well done and that meets the needs of the fire department and the Village taxpayers.  Also, the old truck is part of the new purchase, it will be traded in.  Harold will be in the office to work on the Bid Specs with the clerk.  The timing of said truck will work with the current payments for the Sutphen truck.  Those payments are done in 2016, and the same monies will be used for the new truck and building renovations.  Ed Dolan stated that said truck will allow the Fire Department to run more efficiently and the ability to respond within a 6 minute timeframe. Paul Overbaugh spoke on behalf of the Building Committee.  He stated that the building was built in 1970 and the Fire Department is very tight for space.  The proposed addition will square off the existing 3 bays and go back 40 feet deep by 54 feet.  The Committee decided on a metal building due to the fact that a ‘block’ construction is too costly.  The façade of the building will be consistent.  The concrete ‘pads’ will be put out to bid.  The cost is @ $360,000 with another $10,000 to sealcoat existing and new roofs.  The Fire Company Board of Directors and the Fire Department all approve of the design.  Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Chewens, to accept the specs for the new ETA truck and allow same to go out to bid.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to accept the Fire Department and Fire Company’s specs for the new addition to the Fire Station.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Eugene Devillamil of 479 Main Street asked the Board about the lack of parking on upper Main Street.  There would be a need of 10 new parking meters, but the problem is that there are about 15 apartments in the area and you have people constantly coming and going.  The police department will keep an eye on the area, as well as DPW will watch also.  The Chief said that we should find out who is parking there and take it from there.  Eugene suggested parking signs.  Trustee McCulloch suggested that we either put in meters or address who is parking in those spots.  Chief Darling told the Board that they will find out who is parking in said area and will take it from there as to who will be addressed.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by McCulloch to expend $14,800.00 for a necessary 
Engineering Assessment and Annual Inspection of the Potic Creek Reservoir Dam.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Chewens, to appoint Paul Jilek to the Zoning Board of Appeals to replace Fred Calvo, who is now serving on the Planning Board.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Still need another member for said board.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by McCulloch, to appoint Don Stapchuk as Water Plant Relief Operator.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Chief Darling informed the Board that the Police Department has lost two (2) of their part time Communications Specialists to full time jobs, and there is a need to hire.  In that regard, motion was made by McCulloch, seconded by Paolino, to hire Sarah Pilatich as part-time Communications Specialist.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion made by Paolino, seconded by McCulloch, to hire Dilann Chewens as part-time Communications Specialist.  AYES:  4 Trustees, Trustee Chewens abstained.  Motion carried.

Trustees Paolino and Chewens thanked the DPW for the great job done on Summit Avenue and North Street.

Trustee McCulloch will be meeting with Jared Giordiano, Town Councilman, with regard to the Veterans’ Banners for next May 2015.
