Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Grasse, to approve Resolution 3-2018, as read, naming the Village of Catskill as Lead Agency with regard to the construction and installation of a water tower for the Village of Catskill residents.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  

Nancy Richards reminded all of the fireworks for Thursday, August 9th; September 8 is Food Truck Festival and also 6 to 9 PM Family Fun and fireworks.  Nancy stated that the Farmer’s Market would not relocate to Main Street in the event of rain.  There will not be any market during the rain.
Liz LaGodiuce will soon be presenting to the Board the update of the LWRP/Re-Zone/Smart Cities-Clean Air project.  

Booster Club of Catskill asked permission from the Board to host a parade on Main Street on Saturday, September 27th with the line up starting at 8:30 AM and kick-off at 9:00AM and would follow from County office building to the High School.  The Board asked if the Parade while one Bridge Street, use the sidewalk instead of walking in the road.  They are anticipating 50 – 100 marching in the Parade.  The Parade will jump start the Homecoming Weekend.  The Board approved the plan for the parade.

Onto chicken talk …  Frank Saullo of 26 Koeppel Avenue spoke with regard to his chickens and being able to have them on his property.  Others spoke in support --  Anita Ahlberg said that she’s had chickens for a while with no problems.  She further said that you need to get to know your neighbor and find out if they are bothered by the chickens.  Tom Gibson stated that public policy should not be made due to one or two complaints.  Tom Stupplebeen was not for permits for chickens.  He felt that there is no reason to the permitting.  Stan Raven said that Netflix is very boring lately, hence, why he’s at the meeting.  He also stated that tolerance is the key to it all.  Kevin McGee said that the only complaint would be a noise complaint for the chickens.  Lex Gray said that we need to use common sense and respectfulness with regard to having chickens in the Village.  She told the Board that she would  be more than happy to help come up with guidelines and parameters for maintaining/keeping chickens.  Paul Rosenblatt said that he is against permits for chickens; Deb Samuels was anti-chicken and explained why.  John DelVecchio said that the reason for all of the complaints is that he feels his property is depreciating with chickens living next door.  Anthony Petrianni said that he and his neighbor both have chickens and have had no problems.  

Board stated that all have to come to an agreement and need to communicate with your neighbor.  Greg Smith thanked Lex Gray for her statements; and Pete Grasse said that we all need to meet in the middle and come to some sort of an agreement.

Trustee Kozloski explained that the boil water order was put on by the Village and not by the Dept of Health as a precautionary measure.  The problem turned out to be turbidity and not an algae bloom.
