Catskill Community Center Update:

President Seeley gave a brief update on the Community Center.  He said that the Community Center Board has put the building up for sale. The current community center would be good for retail space. Not good for dropping off children for programs held there.  Mr. Seeley said that it has been discussed for a few years to put a small building in Elliott Park. Vinny, Joe, and Pete meet at Elliott Park on Saturday.  Mr. Grasse discussed ideas for the building. There will be a kickoff meeting which will be ran by Amanda Hertzog and Monique Chestnut, the meeting will take place on Tuesday, August 18, 2020 at 5pm via conference call.  Pete Grasse will be the Village project lead he hopes to see more people involved. 
Part-time Code Enforcement:
President Vinny Seeley discussed a part-time code enforcement officer. He said that our current Code Enforcement Officer Mike Ragaini has a lot to will all the projects coming up.  Trustee Grasse said that there has been a need for a year and an extra hand would be great. Trustee Joe Kozlawski gave an update on some upcoming projects. He discussed the Old Agway building and what is being proposed and the Gasland Petroleum application that is waiting for a variance from the zoning board of appeals. 

LDC Update:
President Seely gave an update on the LDC which was created to promote small businesses in the Village of Catskill. Since main street has been revitalized, we would like to slowly phase this out and bring it back to the Village and manage and audit it as a department.
