Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Kozloski, to approve the 8/9/17 meeting minutes. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports. 
AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Chewens, to approve Planning Board member Mitchell Smith for another 3 year term on the Planning Board from August 1st 2017- August 1st 2020. Seeley added that Smith has been a very good Planning Board member and very detailed. AYES: All Trustees Present. Motion Carried.

Tracy Churchill a representative for Dick Churchill spoke to the board with regards to a possible water line hook up to 50 Embough Road. Tracy discussed that the family was interested in purchasing the lot at 50 Embough Road and how much the cost would be to hook into the water lines and added if this was possible if the family can you their own machinery. President Seeley stated that they can get the cost information at the clerk’s office and that they would have to get in touch with Ray Rothrock as the line goes right through his property. Trustee Kozloski said he spoke with Doreen Davis from the Town regarding to re-visit the Town and Village going down Embough Rd and original costs were $250,000 for approx. 8 homes. Kozloski stated that Davis said there is a company named Environmental Facilities Corporation that is willing to give out grants and has the money to do so. Trustee Bagshaw added to verify with Superintendent Mike McGrath regarding the hook up and the size of the lines. The board said ultimately this can be done, but they need permission from Ray Rothrock.

Trustee Chewens gave a Crossroads Update. The county fixed the wall and the parking they were set to pave the parking lot. The tanks are all in and have lots of plumbing that needed to be done.

Ferrol Cat issue on Koeepel Ave near John Delvecchio’s house. Code Officer Mike Ragaini stated that he would contact Katrine from Animal Kind to remedy the issue.

Kyle Lyles of The Cus D’Amato Boxing gym messaged the board regarding the records storage room for clerks and other offices in the building. His request was that he wants to utilize that space for locker rooms for the boxers that are being trained and to see if we can maybe have the files in storage archived. Trustee Dushane said that they need to us the gym as is. Trustee Bagshaw said that if he can donate the money for the cost of archiving and insure the entire area. Trustees Kozloski and Chewens agreed with Dushane and Bagshaw for Lyles to come up with the funds. Code Officer Mike Ragaini stated that he checked out the work that was being done in the Boxing Gym and said that all the volunteers in there are donating all their time as part of the Lowe’s organization with the work and insurance being supervised under Jerry Buckley. The board decided that they are not interested at this time in expanding the gym and have no funds to do so.

The board decided to set a date for September 27th 2017 for the Public Hearing for one side of the street parking from Green Street down to Dutchman’s Landing Egress on even side of the street.

Trustee Chewens brought up the blue star park issue regarding an arborist to trim the trees down as clear channel is constantly asking for it to be done. Chewens stated that the water lines to the black bridge were in and Thanked Mike McGrath and his crew for all the hard work paving. 

Trustee Kozloski added that Mike McGrath couldn’t attend the meeting due to a water main break and stated that the 30mph speed signs for Woodland Ave were ordered. Kosloski also added that Central Ave would be closed for 3-4 hours due to the pouring of the concrete slab in front of the Fire House and that the black bridge structure is complete and that they need to remedy the led paint in order to paint the bridge. Parking Meters to be re-installed in front of Doubles II.

Christ Rappleyea asked about the Planning Board project on West Main Street that Mental Health will be presenting and what would happen. Seeley said it would be PILOT program and to factor in increases due to losing tax revenue. Seeley said it is proposed 90 units for 200+ cars but that we are far away from this being approved. The Planning Board would be the lead agency and have the SEQRA done. 

Rick from Woodland Ave. asked about a St. Pat’s School purchase update. Seeley said that the Board does not have a say in who purchases any building in the Village.

Carol Miller Thanked the all the Village staff for all the work that they do.

Dana Hanusik stated there was no signage in the back of Elliot Park or on the dugouts for dogs being in the park and suggested duplicate signs for no dogs. 

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane, to go into Executive Session for personnel matters.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to go out of Executive Session.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to purchase a used dump truck from Kel’s for $8,995. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane, to adjourn meeting. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.
