Community Center Re-Visioning Update:
President Seeley gave a brief update on the Community Center.  He said that the Community Center Board has put the building up for sale. Mr. Seeley has spoken to the President of Columbia-Greene Community College and they have an interest in having a satellite office located in Catskill. The re-visioning group will be meeting again soon to come up with ideas. 
Housing “Open Mic”:

President Seeley said that the first call in of the housing open mic took place. Sixty-four people called in to discuss the housing issues in Catskill.  Most of the discussion was on air b and b and rent control.  Working with Catskill Housing Authority.
Open Projects Update (Stewarts, Mr. Cat, Foreland):

Vice-President Kozloski gave the update on these projects. Stewarts has broken ground, walls and foundation are up.  Mr. Cat is on hold due to COVID.  Gas land is waiting for ZBA approval. Old Agway has gone to the planning board for site plan approval of the changes to that site. 

Code Enforcement Assistant:
President Vinny Seeley said that Jeff Beatty is going to help Code Enforcement Officer Mike Ragaini with some property violations.  Jeff is going to work part time.

Catskill Community Day:
Trustee Greg Smith gave an overview of Catskill Community Day.  It will be for three nights September 10, 11, 12.  It will be some food trucks and music. Heart of Catskill has a band for Thursday nights.  The board has a few expenses that will be paid for out of the park line. 
Request from Verizon to put a 4G Booster on Main Street:
Village Clerk Betsy Cothren mentioned that we had a request from Verizon to place a 4G Booster on Main Street near the Greene County Court House.  DPW Supervisor Mike McGrath said that all the poles on main street are the metal poles and owned by the Village.  A letter will be sent to Verizon telling them that they can move forward with project. 
LDC Update:
President Seely gave an update on the LDC. He said that closing out the gift card accounts which really helped the merchants this spring.  The accountant for the LDC is now reviewing that books for this year. 
President Seely asked the Trustees if they had any questions or comments.  Trustee Peter Grasse said the music in the park has been great. Trustee Greg Smith had no comment. Trustee Natasha Law said new restaurant on main street that is good. Library finished up their summer program and that was successful. Trustee Kozlowski thank the DPW guys who worked on the water main break and said that there are about 15 new members of the fire dept. Catskill is one of the few companies that has been able to get new members.
