Motion made by Smith, seconded by Grasse, to approve submitted department reports. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Seeley spoke with regards to the Village Tree Law that there has been some back and forth on certain pieces that needed to be added as well as some definitions particularly for roadside trees. Seeley spoke to a member of the Tree Committee in the audience to make sure everyone was on board with all of the corrections and she said yes. 

Motion mad by Grasse, seconded by Kozloski, to Enact the Tree Law for the Village of Catskill Local Law # 3-2019. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Free Parking on Main Street from December 16th-31st 2019. The board is asking the public to talk to their friends etc to get the word out there to use the municipal lot and not Main Street for parking. Trustee Smith said the free parking is OK, but the snow emergency still needs to be followed and enforced. Smith also asked for people to be courteous of the 2-hour parking limit. Seeley stated that police officers will be monitoring the parking. Police Chief Darling stated he was not in favor of this idea.

Fire Dept elections results from 12/10/2019 as follows: Chief: John Holt, 1st Asst. Chief: Patrick McCulloch, 2nd Asst. Chief: Jack Ormerod. FD Elections are outlined in the Department SOPs. The fire dept board of directors makes sure each individual has the appropriate trainings to hold their position. 

Motion made by Law, seconded by Kozloski, to ratify the fire dept election results.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Open to the Board:

Trustee Law stated that her and Trustee Grasse were having lumber donated from Lowe’s delivered to Elliot Park to start for the setup of the ice-skating rink. 

Vice-President Kozloski stated that the DPW did a great job with the past snowstorm.

Trustee Grasse stated that things were going well with the parks and that he has a few people interested in maintaining the ice-skating rink.

Open to the Public:

Sam Aldi with Catskill Housing Authority stated that HUD would be coming in to educate the board members about Rental Assistance Demonstration. Seeley mentioned that he would like a representative of the board of trustees to be there as well for Wednesday December 18th, 2019. Seeley said he spoke with HUD to possibly have a mixed use down there for 55+ and housing for the other folks down there. Lease expires in 2028. Trustee Grasse loves the neighborhood feel for the children that live down there. Aldi stated that the housing authority board will be getting more involved and changing the view of the authority. 

Robert Tomlinson passed out a handout for Comprehensive Plan Supplement Committee for folks to sign up.
