PUBLIC HEARING:

The Village of Catskill Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing at 7:00PM, Wednesday, December 13th, 2017, at the Senior Center, located on Academy St. (off of Thompson St.) to hear public comment on the Village of Catskill’s application for Restore New York funding.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Bagshaw to open the public hearing.
President Seeley called upon Carl Heck to give a description as to what this grant was about. Mr. Heck described the grant as a New York State program to restore old vacant buildings to bring them back to life. He added it was an approximate 6 month long process and to qualify you have to be a City, Town or Village. The state wide pool for this grant is about $70,000,000.00. Stef the new owner of the old “Oren’s Building” located on 111 Water Street, introduced herself to the audience and thanked everyone for their support.

President Seeley asked the board member for their input. Trustee Dushane asked if the tax payers would have to pay for anything. It comes from the state to the business owner. Trustees Bagshaw, Chewens, and Kozloski all welcomed Stef and wished her good luck.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane to close the public hearing. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Kozloski to approve the resolution to authorize the application for the Restore New York grant for 111 Water Street. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to approve submitted department reports. 
AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Residents of Woodland Ave had concerns and traffic calming recommendations to suggest to the village board with a small presentation. Paul Ambrose who is a native of Catskill, lived in the Village for 35 years, read a list of concerns that the residents had regarding driver’s exceeding the speed limit. Among the list was reckless driving, driving 5 to 10 mph over the speed limit to name a few. Residents have pictures showing dates and times and the type of vehicle as proof. Mr. Ambrose also noted that a child was hit by a car years back due to this activity.
Trustee Kozloski spoke to Lt. Frascello and they said there was a way of finding the speed limits on every vehicle. Chief Darling stated that the first week of January the State will come down and do a study on Woodland Ave. Darling has to send reports to the State of his findings so that the State can do a survey and come to a board meeting at a later date to report their findings. DOT will make recommendations and Darling added that he will have them study West Main Street and 9W as well and that we have to wait to reduce the speed limit until we have the findings of the study. Police Dept. will place a car on Woodland Ave. Chris Rappleyea asked if they can get speed activated camera’s and that she spoke to Reed Shultis from DOT and he stated if the street is a Village street that the speed could be changed. Chief Darling said we will see what the State says. Trustees Bagshaw and Chewens thanked the residents for all their hard work and Paul Ambrose thanked the board as well. 

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Bagshaw to accept the results of the Fire Chiefs Elections as follows: Chief: Ed Dolan 33, Harold Rivenburg 1, and Sup 1. 1st Asst. Chief: Patrick McCulloch 34, and Randy’s Mom 1. 2nd Asst. Chief: John Holt 32, Randy Ormerod 1, Bad News Bears 1, Hulk Hogan 1. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Bagshaw to approve the election of Alyssa Stacey to the Active Fire Fighter roster totaling 60 members which is maximum capacity. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

The board accepted a letter from the Village Court regarding Audit examination. All Accepted, no motion needed. 

Liz Loguidice spoke regarding the Task Force final website. Liz stated that she visited communities located in waterfronts to find the common needs and that there was a desire to have flood resilience information on the wed and have a website. Liz & Nancy Richards were requested to finalize the material for the website and link it to the Village website as well and work with the Village to get the word out. Liz wants the board to review and give the “OK” to continue. President Seeley thanked Liz and Nancy for all their work on this project. Trustee Bagshaw congratulated Liz and Nancy also for the grants received and what the next steps would be to get the funding. Nancy stated that the LWRP grant was received today would also help with part of the Zoning Regulations for the Village. Bagshaw state that they want to bring the regulations up to par. Vice-President Chewens thanked the ladies as well as Trustee Kozloski adding a great job by both. 

Yesenia Ganan spoke to the board with regards to garbage receptors. Ganan a 3 year resident of the Village stated that there was a lack of garbage receptacles in the Village mainly Prospect Ave, Woodland Ave, and at hiking paths. Ganan said she would donate 60 hrs of her time to help pick up garbage. Trustee Bagshaw stated that they need to look into the locations, logistics and research day to day operations. Trustee Dushane agreed with Bagshaw and thanked Ganan for donating 60 hrs of her time if it goes through. Chewens understood and needs to look at union contracts. Ganan said 3 to start off would help. Kozloski added that whatever is done that there is limited resources for the DPW because other streets might want them as well. President Seeley state that everything is budgeted on tax payer dollars and currently we are on a fixed budget. Bagshaw added that too many receptacles have people adding home garbage as well as overflowing garbage in the park. Bagshaw said we are a Village not a City and the money we have comes from the Tax Payers in the Village and cities have more money. Seeley said that the board would keep communication with Ganan and possibly get in touch with business owners to see if they will sponsor and thanked her for her time.

Jessie who purchased the old jewelry store on Main Street brought some concerns to the board regarding the wall in the back of her building. She has been living there since July and feels that the retaining wall is a liability for herself and the Village. The retaining wall is owned and maintained by the Village and she wants to know if she can enclose the back. Jessie wants a fence but has concerns. Seeley said a short term solution would be a fence inside of the wall. Jessie asked if they could possibly append something to the top of the wall possibly a handrail to make people walk around it. Seeley said whatever needs to be done is not in the budget this year and we would have to look into next year’s budget for this. Kozloski discussed with Mike McGrath and he said the wall has been in the current situation for years and that a fence on the wall or railing would not be a problem to do. Jessie has security issues with finding drug paraphernalia on her staircase and wants to make her yard less accessible to the public. The board suggested for Jessie to bring a drawing of what she would like.

Nancy Richards thanked the DPW for putting up the Village signs and that they did a great job and also for the decoration of the Christmas tree. Nancy also thanked the Fire Dept for the parade of lights.

The board wished everyone a Merry Christmas.
