Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Presentation made by Tippy Jackson, Senior at Hawthorne Valley School, regarding her senior project.  She is installing a playground/raised bed garden at Dutchman’s Landing.  Ms. Jackson received $3,600 funding from Greene County Youth Services for said project.  Many questions were raised from the Board, such as what will be planted, who will be maintaining said gardens, what about animals getting into the garden, etc.  Tippy informed the Board that vegetables and herbs will be grown in the raised beds as well as a shade tree by a bench.  As to who will be maintaining the garden, Tippy said that Cultivate Catskill will lend a hand, and said project is to be ‘handed down’ to another student on a yearly basis.  Terry Weis said that there should be a contract between the parties, to make sure that it is maintained each year.  No one thought that this was needed.
