Motion made by Law, seconded by Smith, to approve Veronica Evans to the Catskill Housing Authority board, term ending April 30th, 2022, filling vacancy of previous board member Louise Schwartz. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Grasse, to approve the election of four new members: Dean S Hoe, Brandon Riley, Jordan Crowe and Mya Man to the Catskill Fire Company active roster. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Paula with Twin County Recovery spoke to the board with regards to putting a banner up on Main Street for Alcohol Awareness Month in April. 

Motion made by Grasse, seconded by Smith, to approve the Alcohol Awareness Banner to go up from April 21st, 2020 to April 30th, 2020. The board made the recommendation for then to make sure the banner is secured. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Elliot Matos wanted to promote the Catskill Diversity March that will be held Saturday March 7th with a new start time for 3:00pm. The march goes from 3:00pm to 3:30pm and then meet up at the community center. The board was all ok with this.

John Clapper spoke to the board with regards to a water bill issue that he had. Clapper stated that his bill was astronomical and wanted to know if there was a grievance. Vice-President Kozloski informed Mr. Clapper that there was a notice sent out to him on April 19th, 2019 regarding his high bill amount. Clapper stated he never received it and that he would like a copy. Kozloski also added that after looking into everything, it was determined that the Village only owed him 7 units of water and that everything that he was billed prior in the high bill amount, all went through his meter and needs to be paid. Clapper asked for copies of the rest of the paperwork for these findings. 

Chris Rappleyea had a question regarding water meters estimating. Kozloski stated that the batteries in the meters only last ten years. Once meters are changed then adjustments can be made to the water/sewer bill. Robert Young from the Village Water Department told Chris as well as anyone else to call the DPW regarding water issues and they will get them taken care of.

Hudson Talbot thanked the board for approving the tree law as well as Clerk Betsy Cothren for making copies of the tree law for distribution. 

Open to the board:

Trustee Grasse said he met with County Officials and Mid-Hudson Cable Vision to bring Wi-Fi to Dutchman’s Landing to do possible wiring underground before paving. Grasses also added that he would like a one page insert in the next water bill mailing to have yard upkeep for Code, disclosure and info on the tree law and links to the website.

Trustee Law let Talbot know that the lights on the trees on Main St will be removed next week. Law let the public know that $500 was donated by the merchants for those lights. Law also added that on Valentine’s she as well as a few members of the community will be visiting the nursing homes in the area and handing out carnations to the seniors from 539 paper hearts/donations that were sold in order for this to happen.
