Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Matt Bua came to discuss a Celebration for Rip Van Winkle. Bua said that June will be the 200th anniversary of Rip Van Winkle and that he wants to set up a date for June 6th at HiLo to hold an event. He is also waiting to hear about a grant with Greene County Council on the arts for statue.

Nancy Richards spoke to the board regarding the Hazzard Mitigation Plan that the county has and that we need to adopt their plan. Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski to accept the resolution to adopt the Greene County Hazzard Mitigation Plan AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Nancy brought forward Thomas Cole 2018 Events. The events banners will be up from April 25th to November 30th. There are 11 areas to place the banners and asked if the DPW could assist with putting them up. Nancy got permission from the businesses to hang the banners. Mike McGrath from DPW has no problem doing this.

Nancy also asked permission to use the sidewalk in front of the court house for Friday, March 30th for the Walk of The Cross. Also, May 3rd from 11am-2pm is National Day of Prayer in front of the court house and asked for a representative from the Village Board to speak. The board gave permission for the event and will have someone from the board speak at the event.

· Clean up day with the Town of Catskill will be April 21st from 9am-1pm. Cultivate Catskill will get the signs to put up advertising the event as well as the chamber and the website. Nancy wants the volunteers to wear bright shirts.

· Nancy added that the SEQR for the Hudson River Walkway that the planning board doesn’t see the need to be involved and that the Thomas Cole House and Bridge Authority are taking care of the easements.

· Warren Harte is coming up with the signage for the Black Bridge and the walkway around the creek. Money is already there for signage.

· LWRP to get the first part of the program started. Have to get a waiver for MVF minorities women in business have company for smaller amount. The kick off meeting for this will be in May. There will be 3 public hearings and monthly meetings for the Committees. 

· Main Street façade grant will make their selections soon. Seeley put Nancy on board to represent the Village. If we get the grant, will put approximately $15,000 for street scape money and put in for trees, bike racks and car charging stations. Seeley said lets get a grant for sidewalks next.

President Seeley let the public know that the board met with the owners of Grandview Plaza (Todd Syska) and The old OTB building (DCKR Enterprises- Cally Family) regarding Elliot Street which the Village currently owns that has a guard rail separating these properties. The board decided to split the property down the middle and sell it to both property owners 50/50 under the betterment of the Village and to benefit the community as well as the owners. The appraisal done in 2015 was for $18,000. The board decided to sell the property for $20,000 based on the 2015 appraisal with the extra $2,000 for the costs of the process. Each owner will pay the Village $10,000. Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to sell the properties to these property owners.  AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Patrick McCulloch gave a letter to the board from Hop-O-Nose Board of Commissioners to appoint Kimberly Jones-Holt to the board to replace Patrick Coyle. Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski to accept the appointment of Kimberly Jones-Holt to the Hop-O-Nose Board of Commissioners. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Trustee Kozloski said that the DPW did a good job on the water main break they had and that the water was out for approximately 1 hour. Kozloski also added that they had a meeting at the fire house and there were 7 junior firefighters that was good to see and they will go to the company next week.

Peter Markou wanted to remind everyone that Spring was coming and wants lines for parking spaces on Summit Ave and that people are still parking on the bridge.

Dana Hanusik said that the Blue Star Park looks great!

Chris Rappleyea brought up the “pole barn” at Dutchman’s Landing. The Heart of Catskill will be paying for the structure and the Village will do the up keep on the building. There is a Meeting with Peter Markou March 8th to look at barns. The Village will decide on the location of the barn. Rappleyea said can they possibly look at grants for picnic tables in the park as well.
Bagshaw spoke with regard to the picnic tables and grills. Nancy said there is money to replace approximately 5 grills. There was a question about money from the Farmer’s Market for some of these things. Nancy added that the money made from the Famer’s Market goes back to the Community Center.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to adjourn meeting. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.
