PUBLIC HEARING: 

The Village of Catskill Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing at 7:00 PM, Wednesday, February 8, 2017, at the Senior Center, Academy St. (off of Thompson St.) to hear public comment on the enactment of a Sidewalk Café Law for the Village of Catskill.  A copy of said proposed Local Law No. 1-2017 is available for public inspection during normal business hours in the Village Clerk’s Office, 422 Main St., Catskill, NY.

President Bagshaw opened up the public hearing with a review on the reason for the board to propose a sidewalk law from previous September 14 2016 meeting. The purpose was to create a law or resolution to allow business owners who have an approved liquor license to serve alcohol from what the Village would call a Sidewalk Café, to be consistent with the wording on the liquor license. Another objective was to review the village charter, sections 24 and 26 which do not allow businesses to put business items on the sidewalks. Bagshaw felt the proposed law was put out too soon and recommended to have an open discussion with the board and public. Bagshaw also noted the importance with being ADA compliant. 

Tom Gibson of 42 Prospect Street and a member of the Planning board read the planning boards comments on this subject and personally thought there was a non-existent problem. Gil Bagnell of 394 Main Street suggested the board revising the Open Container Law. Margaret Tomlinson of 199 Spring St stated that Main St businesses are important for Catskill economy. Jeff Freidman of 19 Marina Drive and Greene County Chamber Of Commerce also addressed the open container law; maintain adequate space for ADA compliance and to consider the costs to the business owners. Greg Smith of 18 Marina Drive added that Main St doesn’t just end at the court house and that sensible information needs to be added in the law. 

After much discussion Trustee Chewens stated this law will cover the entire village and to hold off on passing the law until revisiting the fees, ADA compliance and the open container law. Chief Darling recommended to the board to re look at the ordinances and to meet with the business owners and maybe do a workshop with them and get some ideas. Vice President Paolino stated the board would make sure to follow ADA compliance and work on the open container law. Paolino mentioned the fees to be reasonable.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino to close public hearing. Bagshaw suggested forming a committee with business owners to discuss the law.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to move public hearing for the enactment of Local Junk, Trash and Debris Law for the Village of Catskill from March 8th 2017 to March 22nd 2017. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Daniel Shanley of the Catskill Little League stated that the Little League Board has some issues and concerns as well as some updates they would like to make such as sidewalks, bathrooms etc with the help of volunteers and donations. Bob, a member of the Little League Board stated that the cameras at the field didn’t work and there have been trespassers in the dugouts and that there needed to be more police presence.  Chief Darling stated he would have the officers’ patrol on foot during their surveillance. After much discussion Shanley said the little league would go 50/50 with the Village with funding. Bagshaw stated that there may be grants available for them as well. Chief Darling also recommended to League to approach the Town Board as well. Chewens suggested getting a list of the Little League board members contact information.

Elton Vandermark approached the board with concerns of trucks on lower Broome St. He stated that they drive up Broome Street at fast speeds and that they shouldn’t be allowed to drive up that street. Vandermark asked if the Village could put up signs. Trustee Dushane asked DPW Superintendent Mike McGrath to contact the county to have signs made for the Village to put up.

Nancy Richards updated the board with regard to the Breslow/Miller house on the corner of William St and Woodland Ave. The owners offered to clean the entrance to the trail which is a paper street. They want to clean up their property and offered to clean William St. where there is brush and invasive species. Bagshaw asked to table this discussion and stated that a tree was moved into the trail and to let the owners know it is being reviewed. Chewens mentioned a survey with the Greenway trail.

Chewens reminded the public of a Snow Emergency that was in place and to remind them to move their cars as per ordinance.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to adjourn meeting. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.
