The meeting was called to order by Vice-President McCulloch and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Chewens, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Kozloski, to approve Department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Letter from Thomas Every, Executive Director of Catskill Housing Authority, requesting that Mr. Patrick Coyle of 15 New St., and Ms. Erica Brantley of 34 Hop-O-Nose, be appointed to fill Board of Commissioner seats which have been vacated.  Both appointees will fill unexpired terms ending May 10, 2013 and May 10, 2014, respectively.  Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Kehoe, to approve said appointment.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried. Copy of Mr. Every’s letter is attached herewith.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Chewens, to approve the Village Clerk as the ‘Fair Housing Officer’.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Kozloski, to approve Resolution No. 1-2013 in Support of New York State Contact Information for Vacant Structures.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried. Copy of said Resolution 1-2013 is attached herewith.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Kehoe, to approve Resolution No. 2-2013 authorizing  Crawford and Associates, Project Engineer, to execute a Grant Agreement with New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation and any and all other contracts, documents and instruments necessary for said project.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried. Copy of said Resolution 2-2013 is attached herewith.

Trustee Kozloski made mention that Sewer Treatment Plant Operator John Amirault retired after 32 years of excellent service to the Village of Catskill.  With that said, motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Chewens, to post the STP Operator position in-house immediately.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
Nancy Richards mentioned that 3 Zoning Board positions and 3 Planning Board positions need to be filled.  Ms. Richards asked the Board for input regarding same.  

Ms. Richards said that she will follow-up with Craig Remeley of Cone-E-Island/Mt. T-Shirts regarding fireworks to be held this summer.  Also, Lt/C Philip Roeber wanted to do a ‘Flare-Up’ Day, to be scheduled on Sunday, May 3, 2013 at Dutchman’s Landing.  Nancy will have paperwork on this for the next meeting.  She further mentioned that she has spoken with Harold Rivenburgh of Catskill Fire Department on this matter and will make sure all departments that need notification will have same.

On Saturday, May 11th, the Cancer Walk 5K will be held.  Paperwork to follow on this also.  

Regarding the Zoning changes that are in progress, Nancy said that she is still waiting to hear from the Village attorney regarding special uses.  Public Hearing for said Zoning changes is temporarily set for the next Village Board meeting on February 13th.
