
MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES


January 23, 2012

The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA: 

Motion made by Chewens, second by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Chewens, to approve Department reports, Treasurer=s reports and quarterly water and sewer adjustments.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Letter read from Lee Rubenstein requesting forgiveness of $67.25 on his water bill from his 14 Bushnell Avenue property which was destroyed during Hurricane Irene and has now been demolished by Mr. Rubenstein.  Motion made by Seeley, second by Kozloski, to deny said request.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

President Seeley opened discussion concerning the Farmer’s Market with some history of how the market came about.  President Seeley went on to say that the market did not do as well this year at the county parking lot venue.  President Seeley asked the Board where they would like to see the market located this coming season.  President Seeley would like to see it come back to Main Street; Trustee Kehoe would like it on Main Street and the street being closed during the market time; Trustee McCulloch does not think we should close Main Street for just a couple of vendors, only if we get more vendors on a regular basis; Trustee Kozloski also agreed that we needed more vendors before considering closing Main Street and more of a commitment from the vendors.  

Nancy Richards added that she did not feel that the Farmer’s Association should decide who is at the farmer’s market and that each vendor needs to pay for their space at the market, and many vendors did not pay last year.  Nancy further mentioned that the Farmer’s Association was meeting this coming week and she will find out whether they plan on coming back this year.

Lillian Johnson mentioned that the merchants on Main Street need to do more for their businesses during the market; more advertising and such to draw people into their stores.  The Farmer’s Market definitely brought people to Main Street, it’s just a matter of getting them to come into the stores.

Matt Bua made a presentation regarding the Community Garden Open Fence Project.  It is a fence to be built by the community with all different kinds of woods and such.  The fence will serve to be a border on the gardens and will be structured with vines and sitting areas and the like for a visual as well as structural help for the area.  Mr. Bua would like to get the community involved and have a ‘community day’.  Nancy Richards mentioned that the fence needs to definitely be maintained since it is on Village property and there needs to be a obligation to maintain the fence.

Nancy Richards informed the Board that the Wacky Raft Race is scheduled for Sunday, July 29, 2012 at 12:00 PM.  The cancer walk is scheduled for May 12, 2012 and will be the same route as before.  Ernie Westbrooke approached Nancy and asked if the Village would pay the Boxing Gym’s annual boxing fee.  The Board told Nancy that the Village is unable to do this.  

Lew O’Connor told the Board that Crawford & Associates, the Village engineers, were doing boring test holes in the creek and should have results towards the end of February.

Trustee McCulloch mentioned that the Village and Town were working together towards the creation of a fire district.  Each entity is working to see if this is fiscally feasible and would meet the public needs.  January 31, 2012 is the next meeting for the Fire District Development Committee.  A special election will take place in this regard when the time comes.

Trustee Kozloski and Lew O’Conner met with Delaware Engineering and the Town of Catskill regarding the sewer project in Leeds.  The Town is asking to tie into our sewer system.

Trustee Chewens asked Nancy Richards for an update on events happening and Nancy said she will have an update once she coordinates with Patty Austin of Greene County Tourism.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to adjourn the meeting.
