
MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES


January 9, 2013

The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA: 

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by McCulloch, to approve Department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by McCulloch, to approve the maximum income limit for the Senior Citizen and Physically Disabled tax exemptions for Village tax purposes.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Copy of scale is attached herewith.

Mr. Jason D’Acunto of 105 Spring Street addressed the Board with regard to the handicap parking space in front of his residence.  Said handicap parking space was installed for the prior owner of the residence.  Since Spring Street is a State Road, Mr. Lew O’Connor informed the Board that he will speak with NYS Department of Transportation in Cairo and see what they need in order to remove the handicap parking space.  Chief Darling and the Village Board were all in agreement in regards to removing said handicap parking space.

Request was made to replace the handicap parking sign at the handicap parking space located in front of 399 Main Street (located in front of Body Be Well Pilates Center) since it is a designated handicap parking space.  Lew O’Connor stated that he will look into this and put the sign up.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by McCulloch to deny waiving the late fees for Lou Monaco.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
Discussion was had with regard to the Zoning Law changes.  The Village Board will review the changes; then a Public Hearing is held; input from the public; then changes can be made.  

President Seeley will be having the Budget 101 meetings once a date can be set.

Trustee McCulloch made mention that Tomas Valasquez should be put onto the ‘active’ list for the Catskill Fire Department.

Trustee Kozloski mentioned that Christmas trees will start being picked up; and that the DPW and the Water Department did a great job with regards to the water main break that was incurred.  

Nancy Richards mentioned that Lt/C Philip Roeber wanted to do a ‘Flare-Up’ Day, to be scheduled on Sunday, May 3, 2013 at Dutchman’s Landing.  On Wednesday, July 6, 2013, a private wedding will be having fireworks/special effects.  The Village Board approved such requests and told Ms. Richards to make sure the Fire Department and EMTs know about this event.

Nancy Richards further mentioned that ‘Project 90’ is moving along.  She and Patti Austin have already been booking weddings for 2014.  

With regard to reviewing the Zoning Regulations changes, President Seeley asked the Board for any findings and/or changes.  Nancy Richards mentioned that she is waiting to hear from the Village Attorney with regard to the ‘special use’ needs.  She has not heard from him as of this date.  Ms. Richards further stated that overall more changes needed, what is there so far is contradictory and most of the changes are regarding signage.  The new version will be simpler and easier to comprehend.  Public Hearing will be set for the first Board meeting in February, if all the needed information is obtained.  

President Seeley mentioned meeting with Delaware Engineering regarding the 9W project.  Said engineers are looking into grants for SEQRA.  Delaware Engineers are also working on the Town water/sewer districts.  Regarding the sewer agreement with the Town, there will be a ‘connection fee’ for sewers and homeowners will be encouraged to hook-up onto the sewer line while it is being put in.  Said ‘fees’ will pay for improvements that will be needed at the sewer treatment plant.

President Seeley also mentioned that Getty Petroleum has gone bankrupt and the property that their storage tanks are on is up for sale.  The options in this regard are that another oil company will buy the property and use the tanks; developer could buy the property and get rid of the tanks and develop the property to their own use; or the possibility of a ‘flipper’ will come in and buy the property and re-sell it.  Said property needs to be cleaned up.  At this time, both of the Getty oil tanks are empty.

OPEN:
Dana Hanusik mentioned that there are a lot of sidewalks on Main Street that have not been shoveled.  Also, Mr. Hanusik further mentioned that there are a lot of ‘sandwich board’ signs on sidewalks making more difficult to navigate.  And the dog feces on the sidewalks is disgusting and these issues need to be addressed.

Lillian Johnson said that perhaps alternate side of the street parking year round may be the answer.
