Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Dushane, to approve the Fire Department Chief’s election held on December 9, 2014.  Harold Rivenburgh is Chief Engineer, Ed Dolan is 1st Asst. Chief Engineer and Jon Dees is 2nd Asst. Chief Engineer.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Paolino, to place Anthony Rivenburg on the Active Member list for the Catskill Fire Company.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Paolino, to place Brian Rinaldi from the Associate Member Roster to be reinstated on the Active Member roster for the Catskill Fire Company.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to place William Rinaldi from the Associate Member Roster to be reinstated on the Active Member roster for the Catskill Fire Company.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Paolino, seconded by McCulloch, to establish 6 hours per day as the standard workday for Trustees and Justices for retirement purposes.  The total number of days reported for Trustees will be five days per month.  Total number of days reported for Justice LaRosa will be calculated according to a timekeeping system showing actual hours worked with a total of 5.75 days per month.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Robert Hoven presented his annual progress report for Beattie-Powers House to the Board.  The overview report spoke about the needed maintenance as well as works in progress.  Mr. Hoven then spoke with regard to the financial aspect of BPH and about their fundraising events.  The events have all sold out and the schedule for this year is full already.  The Board thanked Mr. Hoven for all the hard work and dedication he puts into the Beattie Powers House.

Letter was read from Dawn Persaud regarding a water increase.  Ms. Persaud was sent a leak detection notice.  The Board denied any adjustment to Ms. Persaud’s bill.

Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Chewens, to accept Resolution No.: 1-2015 Village Election Day Change, as the third Tuesday of March (Village Election Day) falls on March 17th (St. Patrick’s Day).  

Nancy Richards updated the Board with regard to Cultivate Catskill and their new ideas for the upcoming season.  They are going to be working with the Catskill Garden Club as well as the Fortnightly Club to coordinate miscellaneous projects.

The Merchants Holiday meeting went well and it was decided to hold 4 events annually and to do away with the Saturday Strolls.  

Nancy thanked the DPW and Bill Smith for their help and donation of the Christmas tree.

Nancy is meeting with Liz LoGiudice of Cornell Cooperative Extension, to put together an Emergency Waterfront Mitigation pamphlet to be handed out to residents.  Nancy will keep the Board posted on the progress.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Dushane, to approve Paul Vosberg’s, (Project Manager) recommendation to go with Dente Engineering for the test borings for the addition to the firehouse, as their estimate was the lowest.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to accept the resignation of Officer Dave Deyo as of 12/31/2014.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to approve hiring Ryan Romagnano as a part-time police officer effective immediately.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

The Board received a letter from Richard Piurowski, owner of 550 Main Street (Soul Food Express) asking if he can make payments for his sewer hook-up in installments.  He was informed that he could do this, but any amounts unpaid by April 30th will be relevied to his Village taxes.  A letter to this effect was sent to Mr. Piurowski.
