Presentation made by Chris Rogers of Greene County Outlaws Travel Baseball Club regarding use of the men’s softball field at Elliot Park.  His team would have use of the field on Saturdays from 1:00 PM and on.  Their season begins mid-April and continues through July.  Mr. Rogers also asked permission to add additional bases to the field as the existing basepaths do not meet with their league requirements.  Cost and materials would be supplied by the Greene County Outlaws and would be done in conjunction with the maintenance supervisor of the Catskill Men’s League.  The Village Board thanked Chris for his time and effort in this regard.  Motion made by Dushane and McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to allow Greene County Outlaws use of the men’s softball field on Saturdays from 1:00 PM on.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Letter read from Paul Klyap regarding a water bill of $1727.57.  The Board denied the request, as the water went through both the water meter and through the sewer system.       

Nancy Richards updated the Board with regard to Cultivate Catskill and that it is their 3rd year.  They will be sending their application in to America In Bloom (AIM) and the Board said that the Village would pay half of the application fee ($450).

Nancy said that she has been working with Liz LoGiudice of Cornell Cooperative Extention putting  together an Emergency Waterfront Mitigation pamphlet to be handed out to residents.  Nancy will keep the Board posted on the progress.

Tippy Jackson, a Hawthorne Valley student, is designing a garden/playground area and asked if said project can be done at Dutchman’s Landing.  The garden area would consist of 3 raised beds.  More information to follow.

Repairs have been made to St. Patrick’s Church.  Basement windows have been repaired and the parking lot will have repairs done also.

St. Pat’s school was sold as a single building lot.  Bruce and Chris Rappleyea voiced their concerns with regard to the construction and removal of said buildings presently on the lot.  The Board informed them that the Code Officer would be checking on the permits with regard to this property.

Permit has been submitted for Dock Street Station at Mike Ferro’s property on lower Main Street.  It will be a seasonal lease from May to October and serve bar food and alcoholic beverages.  All permits and such are in order.

Trustee Dushane thanked the DPW and the Police Department for all their hardwork during the snowstorms.  They do not get recognized enough.

Trustee McCulloch also thanked the DPW and Police Department.  He further stated that the boring hole tests were done at the Fire Station and that they found ‘clay’.  

McCulloch also thanked the Greene County Emergency Services for their CODE RED assistance through the storms.

Trustee Chewens thanked Patrick for his help with CODE RED and setting it up.  He also thanked the DPW and Police Department.

Trustee Paolino said that he and the Village attorney are working on scaffolding law as well as a rubbish law.

Chewens said that there is a rugby club interested in putting on a rugby presentation at Dutchman’s Landing.  

Harold Rivenburgh informed the Board that the Fire Department is taking the boat out of service.

The Rappleyeas also wanted to know what is being done with the cat museum on W. Bridge Street, and that it is a dump.
