The meeting was called to order by Vice-President McCulloch and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA: 

Motion made by Chewens, second by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kehoe, second by Chewens, to approve Department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards updated the Board:  
Rhinebeck Savings Bank has a buyer for Irving School.

Clearwater Sloop would like to dock in Catskill on August 8th and 9th  -- Village Board okayed the stay.

On Thursday, August 8th, HOCA Summer in the Park concert will have fireworks afterwards, said event is sponsored by Sawyer Chevrolet.  All the paperwork has been submitted and in place.  The Board approved this event.  

August 11th will be a Second Saturday Stroll with wine tasting and farmer’s market.  The ‘400’ block of Main Street will be closed from noon until 6:00 PM.  The Board approved this event. 
Liberty Street residents are holding a block party in October – Nancy is awaiting the paperwork.

Nancy further mentioned that the Wacky Raft Race is set for July 29, 2012, but she needs more volunteers.  
OPEN:
Lillian Johnson addressed the Board as to doing a traffic count on Division Street.  People are using it as a cut-through to W. Bridge Street.  Dana Hanusik also mentioned that trying to get onto W. Bridge Street from Division Street is very difficult because you cannot see due to the cars parked in front of the ambulance building.  Lew O’Connor said that there is a 15 foot easement on each side of the intersection and should be marked off, possibly put up a sign also.  Need to call Matt at the ambulance building and find out who is parking there.  Also, Lew O’Connor will call DOT and ask about these issues.
Trustee Kozloski mentioned that the work on the Black Bridge has been going very well and should be completed on time.  
Lew O’Connor further mentioned that during the week of July 23rd Grandview Avenue will be paved and will only be open to local traffic.  Please find alternate routes during this time.
New police car has been purchased with Grant money and is awaiting decals and equipment but should be in service soon.  The oldest Charger police car will be sold through sealed bid.

Trustee McCulloch thanked Cone-E-Island for the fireworks on July 7th and said that the hat parade was great fun for the kids.  Further, regarding the Joint Fire District, said vote will be held on August 28th between 9am and 9pm with the Village residents voting at the Firehouse and Town residents voting at the red schoolhouse in Jefferson Heights.  Informational meetings will be sometime soon.  

The Fire Department is hosting a carnival at the firehouse on August 3rd and 4th.   Trustee McCulloch further mentioned that Wal-Mart is installing solar panels on their roof and that they should meet with the Fire Department for procedure in case of a fire.
Nancy Richards thanked the DPW for putting up the parking lot signs at Dutchman’s Landing and also for picking up the bags of mulch donated by Home Depot.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kehoe to go into executive session.
